the state,
Harrisburg,
south of Gering,

on the basis of 1933 figures just com-
piled, but Hayves Center displaced
Thedford as the county seat with the
lowest tax of those making a town
levy.

Gering's total tax on each one thou-
sand deollars valuation was $62.50, an
inerease from $50.60 in 1932. Ful-
lerton, which had the second highest |
tax in 1932 with $51.81, increased
its figure to £59.76 to remain second
high. Clay Center wag third with a
tax of $56.89 pt-rj"one thousand dol-
