Mr. F. V. Cornell, acting re-em-
to a sorious shortage of available
skilled lzbor in many counties of the
state. This has been brought about
by the heavy demand of skilled labor
threugh the national re-employment
offices in various counties for place-
ment on publie works® jobs, For this
reason, Mr. Cornell states that all
workers skilled in highway work
should contact the re-employment of-
fice in the county in which they re-|
side, each thix period. They
should also notify their office as LO
their willingness to go outside their
home county to work on public
works' jobs.
