Some one is responsible for the
loss of seven lives in the ecrash of
the American air liner in the Cat-
skills and, whoever that some one
iz, he should be punished for his
crime. The word is used advisedly.

The passenger who boards a plane
does so in the belief that all that
can be done to make his trip safe has
been done. He assumes that weather
conditions are favorable., He assumes
that his pilot has every instrument
at his disposal to make for safe fiy-
ing. He assumes thet his pilot has
been carefully instructed in the rules
of safety and told to take no risks,
however slight. The passenger has
no independent judgment in these
matters, He is wholly dependent
upon the judgment of thoss operat-
ing the plane. If his confidence has
been misplaced some should be
held responsible.

The exemplary punishment of the
guilty will do more to promote safety
in the air than a thousand exhorta-
tions,
