M. 8. Briggs, field representative
of the Journal, came to Platismouth
on Septemhber 4, 1884, and Tuesday
was observing his fiftieth year as a
resident of FPlattsmouth aond Cass
county.

At the time Mr., Driggs was en-
geged in barbering at Coin, lowa,
when he received 2 letter from his
old friend, W. P. Cook, asking Mr.
Briggs to come to this city and re-
lieve Mr, Cook at his work in order
that he might enjoy a visit east,

The Ceook barber shop at the time
was located in a building near where
the steps of the south terrace of \tlu-.
court house is loccated. The sireets
were then unpaved and the sidewalks
largely wooden with an occasional
brick walk.

AL that time the oid court house
was located just west of the present
Rawls building. Calvin Russell was
at that time ths county judge of
Cass county.
just south of the court house was lo-
cated  the Shanunon Ilivery stables,
then a most flourishing business in
the community.

The Burlington in 1884 had some
600 men engaged here in ghop and
other work and the city was very
flourishing, altho the paving, lights,
sewering and electric street cars were
yet to come.

The fifty years that he has spent
in the county has given Mr, Briggs
a keen appréciation of the fine farm-
ing country that is embraced In this
section as wall as the high class of
its citizéfiship, Land ‘In 1884  was
selling as low o5 220 per acrée, but
a few miles out frem Piattsmouth,
which land bos since sold zt from
$300 to %400 per acre in the fush
times of the war.
