Governor Bryan annouices that the
capitol commission of which he is
chairman has completed its duties and |
brought its business as near a con-|
clusion as possible, and that it will
cease to exist after the epening of the
new year. As a meeting attended by
the governor, Acting State Engineer
Lobdell 2nd Judge W. H. Thompson
of Grand Island, members of the com- |
mission, it recommended that the in-|
coming governor be authorized by the
legislature to complete any unfipisi-
ed work, such as mural paintings,
flood lights for the exterior of the
tower and door plates for executive
state ocices and departments.

“The commission has spent just |
about $10,000,000," said Bryan, “and |
ia may spend slightly more in the|
matter of a few bills that may come |
in before the year ends."

The commission suggests its own
dissolution. It may hold one more
meeting during the vear. Bryan said
that the commission recommends that
the care, custody, maintenance or up- |
keep of the capitol, including janitor
hire, be ledged by the legisiature in|
the governor, with authority for him
to use the state engineer's cffice in
carrying out his plan, so as to pre-
vent deterioration of the structure,
