eral thwusand stamp collectors that
rlm refund them money peid Bim for
“covers"” for concellation at the open-
| ing of America’s most southerly post
‘office, Little America, Antarctica.
| About 48,000 of the 54,000 letters
sent when Byrd went to Little Am-
erica in 1933 came back to their
owners last week bearing various
cancellation dates and legends. Some
were dated Jan. 30, 1934, others
were cancelled Jan. 31, 1934, while
_still others bore the notation, *“This
mail delayed one year because of
transportation difficulties at Little
America,”

Many of those who received the
January 31 cancelled covers protest-
ed. The manager of the Byrd bu-
reau, Donald Shook, put Lthe matter
in the hands of the postoffice depart-
ment, with the chance the depart-
ment might designate an official
‘date, but the department said it was
up to the I.lnlg America postmaster.
