Mr, Schillings pafers
to the cass of the late Dr. Kolb, a German
who omme cul to Britlsh Bast Afrioa In
connection with a Utoplan undertaking
called “Fresland,"” and who, whon Ma po-
Hileal schame beeames Impossible, spplisd
himself to the peckless staughter of the
big gnme of British Africa.

In the courss of two or thres yenrs he
had alnin, for no useful purpose whataver,
1% rhinocerosea (& companion killed 140
more), each one belng a far more Intereast.
Ing mammal than himself, At the and of
his caresr of slaughter a rhinoceros killed
him—perhaps appropriately.

The chapter antitied '“The Minds of Anl-
mals'’ conlains some Interesting observa-
thona. A young rhinoceros whi¢h the suthor
caplured and forwarded to Berlin “attached
himsslf to me In & very fow weeks and got
to distingulsh quite cleArny between the
inrgs number of men who came into touch
with him, bearing himsslf quite difterently
with different individuals, just s he sl
pinigles me out from all the thousands whe
approach lilm now in the gardens In Berlin.
“Many other animais in this distant black
oouniry were (0 us & real source of en-
Joyment aod conselation, Take, for exam-
ple, my young elephant, who loved me with
chlldiike slmplicity, tll I unfortunately
lost him for want of a foster mother; also
my tame baboon, who umsed to be almost
mad with Joy whep he saw me, & mera
ppeck on the horigon, returning to 'ecamp
from one of my excursigna—nis sight Is in-
finitoly keener than ours.
