On the limited traine of Ohid and in-
dians, according (0 the correspondent, one
may find complete comfort, amounting to
almost & luxury. When the habit of
traveling by trolley in once fGrmly estab-
Hahed one wonders Lhat the nulsances
of the steam roads wers over submitted
to. The electric lins is the perfection of
traveling—at least for short distances.
There 18 & freedom from dirt and cinders
and one feels nearer the country through
which he travela than on the steam rosd,

The trolley line le sssentially & neighbor-
hood affalr, because stops are made al un-
frequentied crossroads und the county pas-
songer I8 much more in evidence than the
through tourist. 1L s the unanimous opin-
jon of the managers of the tralley roads
that they cultivate the habit of traveling,
with the result that the electric lines sthn-
winte travel without cutting inte the busi-
ness of the steam roads to sny great ex-
tent.

Master of fhort Ran TraMe.

Whén the Alstances between any two
towns is st all great the steam ™ ud s
practigally free from competition, but fow
shgrt distances the electric trolley line is
prabtically master of the situation. All
through the Interurban beit of Indiana and
Ohlo the traveling public has come to
recognize the convenlence of catching =
car At freguent intervals.

The result of the short in-
tervala between cars s that the couniry
people travel much more frequently than
would be the oase If they were dependent

The trollqya’ frelght traffic Increases con-
stantly. Small frelght and perishable prod-
ucts are thelrs already, but even bulk
fralght I8 coming thelr way, and what the
full development may be can only be apec-
ulnted on. All softs of passenger service
are In full fower—bufMet und chair cars and
sleepars, with limited trains and special,
while for luxury the steam service leaves
nothing to pattern after,

Favorable Couditioms.
