Before the depu-
tien loft the oMee Mr, Van Btten filed with
the sherift & proisst in which he deciared
the act an outrage and threaloned to have
the sherif® and hs deputien by the
fedoral grand jury in case thay enfered his
premises.

Deputios Mill asd Allsn wilh several as
wigtants went 1o the Van Ftten se Al v
o'clock and Mr. Van Etten met them.

“f warn you if you enter these premises
you do so at the perll of your lves' he
sald. He was taken In charge by Deput)
Allan und escorted awuy from the wsoenc
When (hey entered the houss Mrs, Van
Btien also protested, She was given time
to pack her dishen and some of the fragile
articlen of furniture and she, too, WEs &%
corted off the place. ‘Then the housshold
goods were plied up on the sidewalk In

front of the place and teft there by the
aheriff.
Mr. Van Etten's refusal to move after

cgscution had besn lssued and the case
carrled to the saprame court three times
wan the carrying out of a promise he made
when Judge Kotnedy refused to lssue an
infunction to prevent the removal of lis
goodn under the axecution. He declared
then he would not move until the sheri
moved him and he would talte the case to
the supreme court., He declared there was
& conspiracy, including the suprems oouri,
to take hie preperty away from him end
that he would fght it ln federal court.

Thoe execution was lusued to pay & tax
len for taxes due In 1588 Mrs. Florence
. Leavitt, trustee, and Willlam Medland,
are plaintifts In the suites under which ac.
tion wos taken. There are also & number
of other Jens ngainst the property. Van
Btten's flght against execution was based
on the claim the desoription of the prop-
erty dosa not include a narrow atrip on
throe sides of the lot and that ene wall of
the house rests on one of Lhess niripe.
