state, perhapa in another country T It
would have been eaay for a member of
that band to have slipped up behind him
and plunged thla knife into hla back and
made hi escape. Crime are committed
that way and this may have been on of
them."

stantial evidence agalnat , hi client wa
not .xuftieient to convict hint of stealing
a knife. He declared the atrongeat evi-

dence the date preaented could not dn
more than create a faint auapiclon of
guilt.
