It is the
handsome new home of the
First Christlan songregation,
Bltuated on & commanding eminence at the
corner of Twenty-sixth and Harney strests,
the bullding s & good example of modern
church architecture, combining the guall-
tles of churchly beauty with substantinl-
ness.

It Is built of an excellent quality of
faced brick and heavily trimmed with Hed-
ford stone. The style of architecturs i
Dorlc Creek. Its splendid colonndes and
porticoes fronting two streels present a
most  beautifal and Imposing Sppearnnce.
It Is without & spire and has a roof of
green tie. The basement of the bullding Is
finished in scutbhern pine, and conlaine an
aspembly room for Hible school with
numerous class rooms and every modern
conveniences for Hible school work beside
& large kitchen and dining room. The
suditorium has & seutlng capacity of 1.000
It s finished o white mahogany snd pro-
vided with

pctlesiastl-

massive pews finished In
mahogany. Back of the auditorium and
above It wre the ladies’ pariors, an as-

sembly room for the cholr and the pastor's
study. The bLupllding ls heated throughout
with wsteamn and beilllantly lighted with
incandesoent lights, The contractor and
