been large all the week. It wa the heav
iest decline experienced In a long time ana
It 1 safe to say that cow stuff Is selling
at th lowest point touched this year.

The sharp decline in me market seemed
to induce pretty free buying on the part
of feeder, in fact a good many would- -
be feeder buyer have' been holding back
waiting for a break In prices before filling
their order and many of them took ad-
vantage of the opportunity offered this
week. But in spite of free buying, th
market on feeders at the clos of the week
la generally 26o lower, with soms kinds
undoubtedly 6O0 lower.

The customer gets underwear from one
year to another for a certain price, and It
Is hard for the dealer to secure more. The
manuiaclurer accommodates both by leav.
Ing the price the same, but making a gar-
ment with more cotton In It."

But prlcea of underwear are tip, ami

dealer are having a hard time to supply
the trade for duplicate order. In hosiery

Slight Changes In Drng Frier.
Dealers In drug are buying goods In A'

hand-to-mou- th manner and do not appear
to be Interested In the slight changes re-
corded in opium, salad oil, balm of Otlead
buds or cocoa butter. Opium la higher, but
there la a lack of demand for it. The d te-

rn and for quinine shows no Increase, and
the market ha developed nothing In th
way of new features. Prices on some olive
oils have been reduced from a cent to a
cent and a half. Cocoa butter Is gener-
ally firm, but the higher prices have acted
aa more or less of a restraint upon the buy-
ing Interests. In a limited way, German
goods can be had at 48 cents, but higher
prices are generally asked.
