CANOVA, B D, Nov, T7.—Holding the
entire town ul bay st the polnt of guns,
sovenn bandits blew the Interstats bank
gafe here belween 2 and 3 o'clock this
morning, secured $8500 in ensh and es-
oaped umder cover of darkness, leaving
not the silghtest clue.

While two of the robbors warked at the
benk, the other five guarded (he sireots
and alleys. At first the gung broke into
a hardware store and stole a number of
guns. From there they went to the black-
smith shop and secured tools, which they
used In thelr operations ut the bank.

Securing the 8,50 in cash, the rolbibers
made thelr getaway gulckly, two bandiis,
carrying the money, wuarded botly in front
and in the rear by the other members of
the gang. 8o terror-stricken were the reg-
Ments of the town that they feared to
follow, the robbers cacaping without amy-
one knowing which direction they had
taken.
