Aunthorities Clash Over Treatmeni of
Diphtheria at Deaf and
Dumb School,

The development of diphtheria at the
Institution for the Deaf and Dumbd has
resulled fh somoewhat stralned relations be-
tween Buperintendent White of that instl-

tution and the city health authorities.

When the diseass was discovered the
physiciuns at the school desired to umse
antistoxin In small doses on all of the lns
mates of the institution, The superintend-
ent objected hecause of the cost, saying
the funds pinced at the disposal of the
school by thé last legislature would not
permit the expenditure necessary. Then
| other cases developed untll thers wers
alghteen In the howse. Then'the physiclan

the ®ehool consulted Health Com-
| missloner Connell and was gdvised to use
thi anti-toxin regardless of the wishes of
thn  superintendent. Thia provoked some
discusslon, the result being that Bunday the
health commisswner ordered the school
| placed under gquarantine. It was jater
found that after the quarantine had. been |
| plared on Lhe bulldings teachers left the
house and went home, returning to teach
the next day. Then the health commis-
sloner notified the superintendent that any
person leaving the Institution would be at-
rested. This ended teaching at the school
knd the puplls are now awaiting the s.aump-
| Ing out of the disease before returning to
work,
| While Governor 8heldon and members of
the board of visitors were In Omaha Tues-
day they vislted tha school, where all of
the precautions taken by the physicians
and the dedire of the superintendent wum’
| discussed. It was suggested that an In-
| spection be made to mscertaln If the gon-
eral health of the childrem could not be
improved by inspection. For some time it
| han been the opinion of vislting physiclans
that the majority of the ¢hildren were af-
fected by adenolds. In speaning of the
subject with the governor the physician
cilled & child to him to show adenoids
| And found the child affected by diphtheria,
although he had shown no aymptoms untl
his throat was seen.
