Market ii Generally Lower on Heavy
Forced Liquidation.

ROCK ISLAND LEADS DECLINE

St. Paul, I nlon PaclAc anil ew lurk
Central Are Also Loner-De- cline

of KipililMtlon in the stock niHrket
todiv of h character which CHitied a
formidable influence on speculative senti-
ment. The effect for good of the national
government's plan of relief for the cur-
rency situation seemed to line passed
away completely, this result lietng sn ex-
tension of yesterday s tendency when Hie
pronrers of the day's dealings Witnessed
a steady wnnlng of the effect of that
factor. Prices today got hack generally to
below the closing level of last week and
In not a few Instances to the lowest prices
of th year.

The pressure to liquidate was urgent
In some points if the list snd was con-d- u

ted in a way and on terms to leave
little doubt of the necessities of the sollers.
It first developed in portenous lorm
in the Chicago. Rock Island & Pacific
railroad collateral fours. This is the oper-
ating company, all of whose slock Is owned
by the Rock Island company, and the 4
per cent bonds were Issue d by It and re-
ceived dollar for dollar for the old Chicago.
Rock Island & Pacific railway stock which
forms the collateral secuiUy. The collat-
eral fives of the same company were
Issued In part payment for the St. Ixiuis
& San Franc(scn common stock. The weak-
ness In tills group of sei unties gave di-

rection to the many conjectures as to the
source of the liquidat ion. The later heavy
liquidation In the I'nited States Stefl se-

curities. Including the sinking fund bonds,
was used as contlrmatoti of some of these
conjectures, owing to huge common In-
terests known to lie held in the two groups
of properties. While the identity of the
sellers was thus but vaguely outlined, tbe
volume and the urgency (f die sellimrgave it sufficient Importance, without the
additional Inferences drawn from its
personal bearings. The selling of St. Paul.
I'nion Pacific nnd New York Central was
supposed to be connected In some way.
although indications pointed to a differ-
ent source for tills selling from that con-
jectured in the other pinup. The weak-
ness of these stocks was the conspicuous
feature of the day's market and II wiis
its sympathetic effect, more than anything
else, that gave the tone to the rest of the.
market.

The confusion ef mind revealed bv the
discussion of the plan to issue I'nited
States treasury one year certificates to
the amount of $lu.'o.' .o not only by the
rank and tile of operators In slocks, al-
ways ready to venture an Interpretation'
ready-mad- e on any conceivable develop-
ment, but by public commentators of au-
thority and hankers of skill-t- l knowledge
detracted from the kooiI effect of the
project. The willingness of the New York
banks to subscribe for the certificates in
large amounts seemed to hinge on the
question of leuve to count them in their
legal reserve. There was an Intimation
from Washington of the purpose of thesecretary of l he treasury to transfer the
proceeds of New York subscript ions to
