CHECKING OVERCAPITALIZATION,
Advocates of the plan for giving the

government control and supervision ‘of
corporations doing an iloteratate oom-
merce business have been supplied by
the recently organieed publie utilities
commission of New York with a strik-
Ing illustirntion of the benofits of a
law prohibiting overeapitalizsation and
stock waterink. The New York public
utllities bill gives tie comimplssion
about such powers over corporation
stock lusues, as hne besn proposed for
the nstional Incorporation law.

The commission’s first exercise of
its power In such matters was applied
to a proposition to consolidate two
eleciric light and power companies at
Lockport. The combined capital of
the two competing companles was
$700,000 and & new gOmMpANY WaS
formed to take over both pf the old
organizations. It was proposed to ls-
sue caplital stock and bonds amounting
to $1,200,000, an increase of some 70
per cent over the combined eapital of
the old companies. Under the law,
this Increase of capital stock could
not be effected without the approval of
the Publie Utilities commission, which,
however, after a thorough Investiga-
tion, refused Its permission and held
that the consolidated company must
Hmit its capital stoek to the amount
equal to the capitnl stock of the two
companies it had absorbed.

This is a decided Innovation and a
marked departure from the old
method of corporation juggling in
New York and slsewhere. Under the
old system, the consolidation of two
companiegs capitalliged at $700,000 as
In the Lockport case, would have been
suficient warrant for the issue of at
least §3,000,000 of stock and bonds
in the new company and, the public
would be expected and required to
pay rates that would yield a dividend
upon water. The old system has been
in vogue so long in New York that
most of the publie service corporations
are capitalized for many times their
value, New York {s not slone, al-
though the leader, In this system of
stock watering and overcapitalization.
In most states the laws leave capltnliz-
ation to the modesty or discretion of
the iIncorporators. The Lockport case
showa what may be expecled to follow
Imws, state or national, providing for
serutiny and regulation of the opera-
tions of quasi-public corporations to
put an end to unwarranted stock . and
bond lssues.

COAL OUTFLUT AND (UNSUMPTION.
OMcial Agures just lssued by the
government on the production of coal
in 1908 furnish apparent justification
of the alarms already sounded to the
effect that the final exhaustion of the
fuel supply of the country s in sight
und that something must be done look-
ing to the conservation of our coal
resourees, The statisties show that
the production of coal In. 1906 totalled
over 414,000,000 tons, of which 78,-
000,000 tons were anthracite, nearly
all of which came from Pennsylvania
and West Virginia. The slgnificance
of the figures appear when compared
with the production of 1880, when the
total ountput of coal was 72,000,000
tons, of whioh 29,000,000 tons was an-
thracite, In other words, the con-
sumption of cosl In 1880 was about
one and one-half tons per capita, while
in 1804 §t reached four and one-half
tons per caplla,

The inerease in coal consumption s
due mostly to the romarkable Increase
In the manufacturing industries of the
nation, which have more than quad-
rupled In the twenty-gix years covered
by the comparigson. At the same time,
the exhaustion of the timber supply in
the different wectlons of the country,
or the Increase In its wvalue, has (n-
creased the demand for coal for fuel
to a marked degree. The farmers of
the west, where timber I8 scarce, are
burning coal, where in former years
they resorted to all kinds of expedlents
for a fuel supply. These combined de-
mands are producing a draln on the
coal supply that cannot be long withe
stood. With the progress toward ex-
haustion of the coal supply must come
new Inventions designed to stimulate
the use of gasoline, water power and
other forms of motive power for the
manhufacturing Industries and likewlso
better methods for conserviig the
sourcesa of heat, light and power that
now go to wastée through imperfect
methodd In thelr employment.

Bryan, I8 quoted
as follows:

I am in favor of taxing aM national
banks cpe-lenth of 1 per o#fC Bpon all of
their depoaits,
governmeni, and 1t o oreate & fund with
which ths government shall indemnify all
depositors in any national bank that shall
becotas insolvent, thareby making the de-
positor absolutely secure and assured the
teturn of every cent that he haa Jdeposited
with the bank,

The newspaper
goes on to say:

Myr. Brown added that the wmount of tax
upon the bank's deposit would be o small
that in case the bank cajyed to do #so, It
might without working any hardship upon
the borrowsr, add the one<lenth of 1 per
cent ta thelr rate of interest. Fut the sys-
tem, he added. wouldl recompenss ithe de-
positor whe now Las no government pro-
tection whatever when he pluces Nl meney
in a Bank

This puts a differeat light on the
whole subject. The banks have here-
tofore repelied every idea of volun-
tary comblpation to provide a muar-
anty tund for denasitars brcause the

to a guaranty fund ecompulsory on all

Brown, by adding the tax to the dls-
count rate, But Ih this case instead
of having government gnaranty of de-
posits, we would have a borrowers’
guaranty of deposits and, Inasmuch
na borrowers are for the most part the
golng business concerna of the coun-
try, it would be simply an additional
tax upon active euterprise In favor of
depositors who are made up from the
clnss that, refuses to take the risks of
trade and industry, This may be
what the country demands. but, If so,
It {8 well to know just what It means
in advance.

TEITING THY ANTI-REBATE LAW.

While the supreme court makes no
gnnouncepient of its plans for the final
dispoeition of cases befors it, the as-
surance comes from Washington that
decisions may be expected some time
this winter on all the rebate cases up-
penled from the fedefal courts In dif-
ferent parts of {he country. There are
a dozen or so of these cases, Including
the Standard Ol fine of §28,240,000,
and the Banta Fe and the Bouthern
Pacific cases, The rate law passed hy
the last congress provided for expedit-
ing the hearings upon such cases after
thoy had been appealed to the higher
colirts. Both the federal attornaya
and the defendants in the cases that
have been tried in the lower courts
have shown overy disposition to hasten
the finzl hearing and the supreme
court will take them up in & bunch, as
ﬁenriy all ralse the same questions, It
Is expected that the cases will be pre-
gented to the court soon after Lné
Christmas holidays and that a declslon
may be had before the spring recoss
of the court.

The chisf question ralsed in all the
pending casges fs whether the Elkins
antl-rebate law was repealed by the
Hepburn act, as the new rate law Ia
¢alled, which went Into effect In June,
1506, Most of the rebate suits have
been brought under the Elkins aof,
because the offenses complained of
were committed prior to the passage
of the Hepburn law, The defendant
raliroads and Btandard Oll company
clalm; that the Elkins law was repealed
by the Hepburn law. This was the
contention made In the case brought
agalnst the Great Northern, the dttor-
neys for that rond pleading that the
Elkins act had been repealed, as both
the erime and the punishment defined
tin it were changed In the new law.
Judge Morrls, of the federal court,
at that time declded against the road
and his decision was sustalned by the
U'nited Btatea ¢lrcuit court of appeals.
That court, however, asked that the
question be reviewed by the suprems
court, which has taken the case on
a writ of certlorari. By this act, the
United States gupreme court takes the
case summarily from the circuit court
of appeals and will Heclde the case
finally, without sending it back for a
rehearing. The importance of the de-
ciston lles in the fact that it will apply
to practically all the peading rebating
Cases,

If the court decides that the Elkins
act has been repealed the cases agalost
the Standard Oll company and all the
cases brought under the old law will
fail. Buch a declslon, too, would
change the course of prosecution in
future cases. Under the Elkins act all
rebating offenses are punished by fine
alone. The Hepburn bill provides that
rebating “‘done knowingly” shall be
punished by fine or imprisonment or
both, In other words, under the Hep-
burn law the intent must be shown
vwhereas under the Elkins law the fine
followed the mot, whether the offense
| was committed knowingly or not.
