James J, Hill Says They Will Assist in
Development of Waterways.

ADDRESS CAUSES ENTHUSIASM

Congressman Burton and Govermor
Johnson of Minnesota Also Address
Conference—~Cannon Agalnst
Bands.

WASHINGTON, D. C,, Dec. 6.—A feature
yesterday of the tHivers and Harbors con-
greas convention now in sesslon in this city
was the address delivered today by Jamea
J. HIll as president of the Great Northern
Rallway company, whe was lotroduced to
the congress as “‘a wizard of transporta-
tion and ons of the greatest rallroad bulld-
ere In the world.' Mr. Hill created great
enthusiasm pmong the 260 delegates by
declaring that the reflrouds of the country
would support cordially auy preper plan
for the development of the legitimate
watorways of the United Btates. He sald
that the traffio of the conutry bhas become
o great and was lncreasing w0 tremende-
oukly that It was beyond the physical
power of the rallronds to handle it. He
megde & most Important and significant
statemant of the aititude of the railroad
men towards laglslation which has boen
directed agminst rall carrlers In America
and declared that all the riliroads askad
was permission (o conduct thelr business
iIn & proper way, under fair regulations
and fair laws.

Notable addresscs alwe were delivered to
the congress by governors of states and
by other men prominently identifled with
the political and commerciel Hfe of the
nation. Among those present today st the
scanlona of the convention were soores of
members of congress, upon whom It Is the
desire of the convention that {is ideas be
paytionlarly Impressel. The convention

It wans evident,
he sald, that more peints of export were
needed and that thess could, be obtalned
only through the utilization of tha water-
ways. He belloved thel the construction
of & ship ¢huannel between the lakes and
the gulf would do more towurd relleving
the traffio congestion ef the northwest
than any other one thing. Calling atten.
tion to the fact that during the last few
yeurs the increass of rallroad mlleage in
this country had been 227 per cent, whils
the Incremss of traffic had amounted Lo
1M 4 per cent, Mr, HIUl saild the wonder
was that the entire business of the coun-
try had not beon paralyzed, becausa the
rallroads naarly had exhuusted their re-
sources for publioc service. He poinied out,
teo, that frelght rates oontihually wars
increasing. ‘U'his, he belleved, was the rea-
woni for the withdrawal of much capital
from raliread bullding and he sald that it
would be necessary, In some way, Lo re-
move this lsck of confidence before much
could be dons to promots rallread con-
struotion.

“In seslking velief,” sald Mr, Hill "we
natwally must turn to the waterweys of
the oountry, and I belleve they are about
to emorge Into an era of great usafulness,
The overtaxed rallroads must be supple-
mented by every possible method of water
transportation. Nature has indicated that
the  commerce of the great middie west
shouwld be carried to a larges extent by the
Missignippd river, and this highway consii-
tutes Lthe most natural exit out of our pres-
ant traneportation dilemma.'

Mr. Hill saild that it would be necossary
te provide a suficient channel for the car-
rying of vessels of large capuacily,

“No oraft that floats,” sald he, “which
carriea enly 1,00 tons can compets with a
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bex car, but with a craft of 10,000 tons the
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situation is mastered."

Continulng, Mr. HIl sald:

“Thers will ba planty of business for beth
waterways and rallronds. The alleged Joal-
ousy of the raflroads for the waterways Is
A myth, and Is only a part of the yellow
fdaas that have been fostered In recent
years. You may bo assured of Lthe hsarty
suppert of the rallroads In the construction
of the logitimate waterways of the coune
try.

Cammios Replien to HIill

Governor A. B, Cummine of Jowa in &

“People with money,” sald he, “will In
the futurs insist that they shall reccive
volue—real property—for their monoy
and not merely works of art from priute
ing pressss In the form of besutifully
decorated certificates of stock and bonds™
