All Army OmMeers Are Divected 18
Ascompuny Thelr Commands on
the Monthly PFPracotive
Marches,

WABHINGTON, Deo. &<The War depatt.
ment today published & genoral order ine
sued by the praesident greatly extonding
ita Sriginal order relative to the riding
towta of officers of the armmy. The presis
dent now raquires wvery [leld officer to
make o dally practice march of nat less
than thirty miles for thréo days In suo-
copslon ondh yeur, All officors are also roe
quired to accompany thelr eommands on
the monthly practice marchos.

The advanced stand taken by the proais
dont In the matter of physically testing
the condition of offieers of the army, in
the faco of strong pregsure from commens
clnl bodles throughoutl the country in faver
of the retention In service of engineerd and
other staff officers, who though perfectly
competent to discharge thelr erdinary du.
tles, would probably be unable to respowd
to the demands of sotive campalgn servios,
has fllled with apprehension a number of
the senlor offlcers of grades Letweeh oAps
tain and colonel, Inclusive. Because the
proaldent in bis originnl leiter directing the
riding test veferred only to officerm, I
was In someée guarters belleved that he
might be willing to walve ths applicution of
such & tost to wiaff officers whose duties
in time of peace do nol carry them inte
the fleld In his mesenge to congress, just
delivered, the prasldent indloated, however,
A contrary purpose, and the order pub-
lishod today exceads Iin severitly the test
originally proposed, und will probably be
the means of onusing the summary relirs-
mant from the arnny of & considerable
number of officars.
