In the statement is-
rusd tonight, Prosident Roossvelt says he
has not changed and shall not change the
docislon communicated to the American
propie In 1804,

It appoars that Presidunt Roosevalt had
been awalting o oall for the republican
national cbhyention to afford the propoer
Opportunity for maling his position clear
and. unmistakable, thus leaving tha fed
clear for Taft, Falrbanks, Cannon, Knox,
Fornker and other doclared or recaptive
candidatos for the republican nomination,
The prealdent’s statement follows:

“On the hight after election I made
the following announcement: I am deeply
sensible of the hounor dohp me by the
American peopla in thus expresaing thelr
confidence In what I have done and have
tried to do. 1 sppreciate to the full the
solemn responsibility t(his confidence Im-~
poses upon me, and I shall do all thast in
my power lfes net to forfdit it. On the
fourth of March next I shall have served
three and a half yoears, and this thres and
a half years conntituls my first term.
