The man who spoke for (he
delegation at the olty hall said: *The
souncil has taken a poor time to pass this
ordinances, even admitting the wagons ahould
be kept from the siresta and alleys. Al
this time many men eniployed during the
summer are out of employment and Tues
day there -vers aixiy-five applicatlons for
assistanos at the office of the Associated
Charitien to say nothing of those who ap-
plied to the county. There are not leas
than 300 persons who depénd Por thelr Hvell-
hood upon the lanch wagons. A majority
of those men who rin lunch wagons are
not qualified for usual forms of work, any.
way, and when other men aré oul of ems
plogment they will find it doubly hard to
oblain work."
