the federation from continuing to boycolt
the ocdmpany pending & final settlement of
the oase.

A BIH In equity was flled by the company
Inst Augtiat for a permanent Injunction re-
strafning the Federation from boyeotiing
tha pampany and putting it on the unfair
st in the Federation's official organ and
Inter n supplamental bl wan filed, charg-
ing that notwithstanding the pending pro-
coedings the Federstion was still actively
sngaged in pregeing the boycoll and a
temporary Infunciiop, passed upon today,
whs miked for.
