For over an hour Monday afternoon the
ity eouncll in eomumittes of the whole
threshied over the Zimman ordinance, which
was Intended to reduce expenses of the
olty vext yonr by cutting off & number of
rmployes who are sald to bo doing work
which could be performed by others now
on the payroll, At times the argument
grew warm, and once or twice became sul-
phuroun, when Councllman Bridges took
the floor to give his opinlon of the wt-
tempt which he suld that he saw to take
democrats from the payrell and make re.
pulilicans do the work.

Mr. Zimiman was the only member of the
councll to favor ithe ordinance, and In
stating hia powsition sald that he did not
care who was diemissed from the payroll,
but that the statemente of the city »en-
gineer and street commissioner agreed in
the fact that the employes of one office
could do much of the work performed hy
the other, and that as the charter gave
the olty engineer the right te smploy and
regulate his force the councll could only
reducy expetisesn by cutting off alnecuron
where it had the power.

After a long and desultory discussion,
the ordinance was sent to the councll Tues-
doy night with the recommendation that
It be tabled. All members but Zimman
voled in the aMrmative.

An attempt by paving contractors to se-
cure the relemss of a large part of Lhe
money now held by the ¢ty as surety for
the falfillmenl of guarantees on contracid
will come up Tussday night after mem-
bers of the ddunell have conferred with the
legal department.

“I have alwayn boen In favor of a central
bank and am now, but I do not expect to
wee it during my lifetime,” sald ex-Benator
J. H. Millard, commenting on the rsdom-
mendation of Willam B. Ridgley, comp-
trollér of the curremcy, for & central bank.

“Wa will have a ocehiral bank when the
country s older than it Is pow,"” continusd
Mr. Millard, “The talk about sush an ins
stitution becoming a political maohine
shoutd carry iittla welght. Any bank must
be divestad of politics, Just the same uas
our national banks are. When the central
bank s orviginated 1t will be and must be
divested of politios.'*

Mr. Millard has [requently urged that
the United States must come s0me day
to have a system more like that of Canada,
where & central bank and itgp~branches
make & condition such as has been sxperi-
encdd in the United Btatéa the Iast mix
weeka Impossible,

Othear bankers of Omaha are opposed to
the ocentral bank. In his sddress to the
members of the Real Estale exehange last
week, Premident Henry W. Yates of the
NeUrnska Natlonal bank sald: *1 would
consider the organizstion of & great oen-
tral national bank as nothing short of a
calamity for this country.”
