Dec. 17 The scnntlness of
the money supplies kept the stock market
dull and contracted t he speculative actlv-it- y

materially, hut the tone of the market
showed seme relief from the heaviness
that has weighed upon it for several days
past. Prlcea showed small resiliency, how-
ever, anl the movement ilra"r ng and
hesk: tisg. Asslstanct toward r listing ihe
mood 01 depression wua ....onb-- oy the
news of the declaration of extra dividends
of 2 per cent on Lake Shore and Michigan
Central stock, the two most prominent
subsidiaries of the New York Central. Lake
Shore s semi-annu- dividend of 6 per cent
has been the regular rate only for two
previous half years and the same is true
of Michigan Central s S per cent, the rate
on Lake Shore previous to that having
been 8 per cent a year for three years, and
on Michigan Central 4 per cent a year for
eleven years. The surplus from these
dividend profits over the sum required to
pay Interest on the collatersl bonds issued
by the New York Central accrues to the
New York Central treasury, which holds
most of the stock of the two companies.
There haa been conspicuous selling of New
York Central for seversl days on an as-
sumption that Its dividend would be re-
duced or paid In scrip by decision of the
directors this week. The action on the
subsidiary stocks today ahook this belief
and led to buying to cover shorts by the
besrs. Other stocks In the list showed a
similar condition of over extension of the
short interest, following the recent active
selling. This was true of American Sugar
and to some extent of the copper shares.

The sustaining effect on prices in genersl
developed only after a period of sharp re-
cessions. The coalers were conspicuous In
the decline, Reading leading. The weak-
ness was attributed to reports of consul-
tation among those interested in these
properties to devise means to meet the re-
quirements of the law for divestment of
ownership of coal mines. Assertions ac-

"I recall an unique use to which playing
cards used to be put sway down In Mis-
sissippi when I waa a boy," said C. H. Oet-tlng- er

of St. Louis, who U a guest at the
Paxton hotel. Playing cards were then
made to perform an Important function In
commerce. The negroes who loaded cotton
and other merchandise Into the boats and
cars could not read letters or figures. A
lot of strapping black fellows would be on
the Job of loading cars under a white fore-
man, and on each car the foreman would
tack a playing card and I've seen a string
of cars being loaded with cotton that used
up all of the fifty-tw- o cards In ths deck
and the Joker, and then ths foreman would
Issue orders with great volubility.

" 'Load this on board the Jack of Clubs;
put that on the Queen of Hearts; that goes
to the Ace of Diamonds; Six of Spades
there.' '.

All day long ons could hear him bawling
out his orders by calling out the names of
cards, and when night came and tho cars
were all loaded the foremen could rest as-

sured that no mistakes had been made, for
while the negroes were short on letters
snd figures, they were all-fir- long on
cards."
