CAUSE AND EFFECT,
The cause and effect of the recent
panic has already reached the magn-
zine stage of discussion, lu which dlag-
noses and remedies are freely offered
by political docfors and seientific stu-
dents. Naturally this discussion, which
is only beginning end is sure to con-
tinue in Increasing volume, will contain
much that Is puerile If not ridieulous,
and at the same time much that will
furnish food for serfous thought and
suggestive reflection.
All authorities practically agree that
the ecauses of the panic are much
deeper than the mere agurface Indlea-
tions—1hat they go to the bedrock
of our Industrial organization and in-
¢lude peychological factors entirely un-
governable by man-made law. Too
much speculation, too much extrava-
gance, too many wars, too much pro-
duction, too muéh organized labor, too
many trugts, too much thievery lu high
places, too many swollen fortunes, and
a host of other thimgs In too great
plenitude, are pletured as the sources
of Industrinl unrest. The ons striking
note {8 the almost universal congensus
of opinion that the eurrency shortage
is only an incidental featurse, which
may have aggravated the disease, but
could not have produced it. The sus-
pension of specle payments by the
banks Iz put down genernlly as an
effect rather than a primary cause and
it 1= agreed that the resumption of
specle payments, while it may help,
cannot be a complete cure for the
depressed Indusirial patient,
When all the plausible canses of the
commerclial break-down shall have been
thoroughly threshed over the most en-
lightened verdict will in all probabllity
be that It 18 the culmination of a com-
plicated set of Inter-dependent and
inter-working forceés and Tactors and
that, instead of being curable by some
single panacea, the regeneration will
have to be brought about by equally

MORE PLAFING TO THE GALLERIES.

In a voluminous opinfon over the
slgnature of the deputy attorney gen-
eral, and replete with such Johnsonlan
expletives as “'short welght parasites,'
“‘peculations,’”’ "trespassers,” ‘'cheats,’”’
the deputy food commissioner of Ne-
bruska has been officlally Informed
that “in my opinlon your interpreta-
tlon that the contents, welght or meas-
ure must be correctly stated od the
outside of food packages sold in Ne-
braska is In harmony with both the
sgpirit and letter of the pure food law."

With this certificate of authority the
deputy food commissioner will rele-
gate to, the courts all manufacturers
of food products who belleve their
rights have been denied, and {nasmuch
as several progecutions under the law
are sald to be pending it is probable
that a judiclal Interpretation will be
had in the due course of time.

The {nteresting part of the Johnson-
ian eplstle is contained in Its horo-
gcope of the intent of the legislature,
which is responsible for the enactment
in question, as follows: .

The evll against which the pure food leg-
islation was directed s the public and pri-
vale Injury Inflicted by dishonest mothods
in the sales of foods One of the inten-
tlons of the legislature in pnssing the pure
food act was to put a stop to such prac-
tices and thus promote the public welfars
and protect honest manufacturere and mers
chants from the dishonest competition of
unbranded secret packages of foods,

To carry out this laudablé purpose
we are told the legislature inserted in
the law this provision, definlng when
the food packages should be deemed
misbranded:

If sold for use In Nebraska and In pack-
age form other than canned goods, con-
tents, welght or measure are not corréctly
stated on the outside of the packnge. Pros
vided, however, this provislon shall not ap-
ply to packages put up, by the retaller, In
the case of liguide cther than medicines, 1f
the true quantity In contalner thereof s
not cerrectly stated thereon.

See how, under the interpretation
by the deputy food commissioner, this
legislation is caleulated “‘to put a stop
to dishonest methods in the sales of
foods.""

In the first place, the law applies
only to packages put up for sale in Ne-
braska. Nebraska manufacturers may
cheat and short-weight people living
outside of Nebraska as much as they
please, but for Nebrasks consumers
they must label contents correctly.

In the second place, canned goods
prre exempted, A food package in a
senled tin may cheat or short-weight
the buyer to {ts heart's content, but {f
put in & pasteboard jacket it Bt onee
falls beyond the pale of the law,

In the third place, this guaranty of
honesty does not apply to the retaller
at all. The retafler may put up short-
welght and deceptive packages to suit
his own convenlence, while the whole-
saler or manufacturer who does the
game thing becomes a criminal and an
outlaw.

In the fourth place, an exemption
is made In case of liqulds, providing
they ean pass under the gulse of med-
feines. It is perfectly proper to use
high-bottomed bottles to cheat a cus-
tomer who 18 slek enough to ask for
madicine, but It 18 law defiance (07
short-measure s customer who ls well
enongh to ask for food.

The laudable intentions of the pure
food law manipulators uhd the high-
minded patriotism of the deputy food
commissloner are, of course, to be con-
ceded. These carefully prepared dis-
eriminations for the protection of the
publie would indicate, however, that
there s method In the madness of the
pure food oru v Who are playing
(to the galleries as vallant champions
of vicimized Innoceace against the
mérciless mest packess, wasclenceless

erd and other piratical food prckage
makers,

THE QOLDFIELD Fl1ABTO

Governor Sparks of Nevada han been
rebuked properly by the president of
the United States for hisz clearly un-
warranted demand for federal troops
under pretense that they were needed
to suppress a threatened outbreak on
the part of the striking minera at Gold-
fleld, Regardless of the merits of the
controversy between the miners and
the mine owners, the president’'s
course shows his determination to re-
sont belng imposed upon for the bene-
fit of elther side to an industrial con-
fict.

The troops were sent to Goldfield
on the representation by Goveérnor
Sparks that a situation existed which
was heyond the power of the state or
municipal authorities to control. After
the troops had been In camp for ten
days® without finding any reason for
thelr activity, the president notified
Nevada's governor that they would be
withdrawn unless further cause could

Recelving no response to Lhis notifica-
tion from Governor Sparks, the presi-
dent ordered the troops withdrawn.

The incldent is significant as show-
ing the responsibjlity that rests upon
state oficlale In asking for the assist-
ance of federal forces for the preserva-
tion of law and order.' Representa-
tivas of the government who have been
investigating conditions at Goldfield
report that no disturbance Is threatens
Ing at Goldfield which the state Au-
thorities shonld not be able to control,
In other words, the unwarranted ac-
tion of Governor Sparks furnishes evi-
dence of his fallure to appreciate his
responsibllities as governor and the
duty of each state Lo supply police pro-
tection to its own eitizens.

Publle sentiment {8 undoubtediy
against the use of federal t-oops in
state affairs, except in times of direst
emergencles, At the same time this
sentiment will support the most dras-
tle action by the government when
really requiged for the preservation of
law and order and the protectjon of
lives and property. This necessity
cleg;ly did nol exist ar Goldfield and
the president’'s prompt action In with-
drawing the troops on discovering the
trua facts will make other governors

without first exhausting all their own
resources.

RUSSIA'S MOCKERY OF FREEDOM.

The czar of Russia, through the
operation of his secret courts, has
furnished another fllustration of the
hollowness of imperlal promises of
freedom of thought and actlon to his
people. With the third Duma in ses-
slon and offering measures in apparent
opposition to the plans of the imperial
advisnerg, twenty-nine members of the
second Duma, dissolved because It
Incurred the czar’s displeasure, have
been sentenced to terms In Slberia
varying from six to twenty years, most
of them going to hard labor in the
mines as politieal convicts.

The iniquity of the proceeding, as
it appears to the outslde world, lies
In the trials held In secret, 'I'hla mem-
bers of the Duma were charged with
conspiracy to overthrow the existing
government and get up in {ts place
a republie. These charges, originally
made by the imperialists while the
Duma was in sesslon, were Invest]-
gated by a committee of prominent
lawyers, representing all of the politi-
cal factions of the empire, and reported
unfounded. The evidence was that the
Duma members were in favor of the
establishment of a republic or a limited
monarchy, but proposed to accompligh
it through the right of ballot and not
by foreible revolution. Thig testimony,
however, was not allowed to be pre-
sented at the secret trial, the result
of which was the conviction of the
prisonera, and where none but mem-
bers of the trial board and the prose-
cutors were allowed to appear.

In face of such sardonic miscarriages
of justice, the czar continues profuse
in his protestations of affection for his
people and prodigal with promises to

extend the right of franchise and
enlarge the llberties of the people.
The door of llberty 1s opened only

wide enough to show the glistening
imperianl bavonets behind it and the
people are notified that they may enjoy
the privileges of free thought and ex-
pression only so long as they think
and speak as the czar wishes.

WARNING AGAINST EXTRAV IGANCE.

Chalrman Tawney of the house com-
mittee on appropriations serves notice
on congress and the country that one
of the greatest problems before the
present congress will be to keep appro-

priations within reasongble bounds
and avold overrununlng the probable
receipts for the coming fiscal year. He
declares (het the estimates of the

needs of the various depiartments of
the government, if adopted by con-
gress, would create a deficlency of
something ke $83,000,000 for the fis-
cal yeur ending with June, 1808, and
he urges, accordingly, that appropria-

Speaker Cannon, who
was for years at the head of the com-
mittee on appropriations, lssued a lit-
erury masterplece along the same lines
mt the opening of eanch session and he
was not the origlnator of il‘ao plan.

PASSING OF THE BO4RDING HOUSE.

A writer in a recent number of
Charitles and Commons presents some
apparently well authenticated atatistics
to prove that the old boarding house,
the kind that has been patronized,
eriticlsed, ridiculed and loved by those
compelled to llve without homes, is
passing away and belng replaced by
the rooming house. The entire trend,
according to this authority, among
those who have no homes of their own,
is to the furnished room, leaving the
boarding house made famons by the
“Autocrat of the Breakfast Table,”
“The Cheerful Idiot" and other similar
classics cheerless, (f not tenantless,
Statisties have been complled to show
that 60 per cent of the people who
lived in roomg in 1886 took their
meals elsewhere. Ten years later the
number of roomers was 86.2 per cent
of the homeless Individuals, while to-
uay It is estimated that more than 90
per cent of those who llve In furnished
rooms take thelr meals outside.

The boarding house has simply
yvielded to changed conditlons. Twenty
vears ago the restaurant was a thing
te be patronized only in times of dire
necessity. Today It furnishes accom-
modations to fit every purse and caters
to every need. It is quite as cheap
and often more satisfactory than the
boarding house menu and s not re-
stricted to fixed hours for meals or
luncheons. The restaurant’'s develop-
ment accounts for the empty chalirs at
the boarding housge table.

More far-reaching than the mere
passing of the boarding house table,
however, is the loss of the element
of companionship, the near-home splirit,
that pervaded the old dinlng rToom
where men and women in different
pursuits met around a common board
and became, in effect, members of a
common family. The rooming house,
with the necessary attendant of pat-
ronlging restaurants, produces an isola-
tion of the individual which forces each
to his own soclal resources. By the
very nature of his surroundings the
roomer has few Intimates, and Is
robbed of the vestige of home life
which clung to the gitting '‘room of the
boarding house. The loss of this do-
mestie atmogphere must have its el-
fect upon the life and character of the
roomer. For that reason, if for no
other, the passing of the old style
fariily boarding house must be re-
gretted.

A NEW MAYOR IN ROME.

The religious press is doubtless plac-
ing too much significance, from the
gectarian viewpoint, upon the election
of Hrnest Nathan, a man of Jewish
antecedents, to be mayor of old Rome.
Protestant organs are disposed to ac-
cept the event as evidence of the popu-
lar protest agalnst clerieallsm which
has heretofore played a dominant part
in the political affalrs of the Eternal
City, but it Is more probable that
Mayor Nathan's selection is due to the
reawnkening of anelent Rome to a
gense of Its material needs,
