DET Intereating, If not concluniva,
have been thee (ests instituted
by the Pennsylvania Ratlroad
company o determine the
efficiency of Its new electric
lecomotives as compured with
others driven by steam. In no case Aid the
vlectrically propelled engine squal the speed
displayed by tlie rival locomotive, In some
ounes the difference per hour was yery
murked, which Indioates beyond a doubt
tha superiority of the older type for long
runs, whera high speed maintained for
hours s consldered essential to transit,

“Boveral things must be remembared (o
the advantage of the elecirie locomotive,”
comments tha Brooklyn Fagle. "It ia In-
comparably cleaner than its competitor, It
does not fill the eyes and lungs of passen-
gers or passers with smolke and soot, It
n therefore much more desirable for sub-
urban trame, which involves rums Joading
through thickly wsettled neighborhood and
through tunnels or partinlly coversd cut-
tings, which so frequently constitute Lhes
approach 1o terminaln,

And as to the speed factor iteelf, it must
not be forgotten that the elecirlc engine ia
still, comparatively speaking, in its In-
fancy. In the early days of steam rail-
roading, thirty mlles an hour was thought
to be a terrific and excessive speed. It was
& long whils before this rate of speed was
gonerally attalned as s regular thing upon
all the trunk lnes. In other words, a con-
eldorable period elapsed befors the steam
locomotive was developed to the point
whete what is now considered slow gelng
became established as the axpress standard,

much greater things hereafisar, 1t ls o rea-
