The two men met on the
strct . last night as Feltwell was unhitch-
ing his team, to drive home and had some
words about the dog matter. The marshal
Informed Feltwell that he was under ar-
rest and as the latter continued to argue
the matter the marshal started after him
with his billy. Feltwell pulled a gun and
fired at the marshal, the bullet hitting him
In the fleshy part of the arm. Sheriff Bau-man- n

was notified by telephone and went
to Vehllng In an automobile, returning
early this morr.ing with the defendant. The
marshal's wound Is not serious.

Arrested on Horsestealing Charge.
HARRISON, Neb., Dee. 2. (Special.)

Sheriff Lyon returned yesterday from Mis-
soula, Mont., having In custody Martin Car-
roll, who Is charged with horse stealing.
In the spring of 1905 six horses belonging
to George Wlckersham, one belonging to
II. Wlckersham and two belonging to
Thomas Doyle were stolen and driven to
South Dakota. About three week after the
theft seven of the horses were found ln a
dry corral southwest of Edgemont, s' D.,
twenty miles, and five of them were dead
and the other two eventually died from
thirst and starvation. The pther two had
been sold. Suspicion pointed to Carroll,
who. It Is claimed, sold the two and had
endeavored to sellthe others, but was
frightened away on learning that search-
ers were on trail of the horses. In July
of that year he was arrested at Sundance,
Wyo., but escaped from- - he sheriff while
being brought back and haa since been a
fugitive. The accused comes of a respected
family, who ar among .the pioneers of
this section, and he was always well re-
garded until his Implication In this case.
His friends believe he will be able yet to
clear himself of the charge.

Dltrh Coastractloa Blocked.
MINDEN. Neb.. Dec, a. (Special.) The

recent decision of the suprem court In re-
versing the Judgment of the 'district court
allowing the establishment of a drainage
ditch In the north, part of the county has
been received by the interested parties with
much disappointment. The proposed drain-
age district has been suffering from over-
flows and sought relief under the old
drainage act by applying to the county
board for the privilege of constructing a
ditch carrying the surplus water more di-
rectly to the river.' This attempt was

by the owner of the land through
which the proposed ditch was to be cirt.
The decision seems to practically nullify
all attempts to drau land by short-cu- t
ditches under the old act passed In 1881
without the consent of the owner of, the
land through which the ditch must pass.

He
reported his school In excellent condition
and remarked, when the McBrlen letter
was suggested- to him, that the students
of the normal school went skating on
Lake Kearney to celebrate the holidays.
Superintendent Davidson of Omaha, who
has made such a hit with the Nebraska
teachers with that smile of his, wns also
early on the ground and he predicted the
present meeting was going to be a
mighty good one. James E. Delzell, mem-
ber of the State Normal board, who also
wants to be state superintendent, came In
trtday and Is taking as much Interest
eeemingly In the meeting ns he Is In his
own candidacy. R. J. King of Otoe
county Is another popular county super-
intendent who wants to be state super-
intendent. A. L. Cavlness of Falrbury,
former treasurer of the association and
also a candidate for state superintendent,
is dispensing the glad hand, as are a num-
ber of others. Superintendent McBrlen
has changed his office to the lobby of the
Llndell for the present and is taking as
much Interest In the meeting as though
he, too, were a candidate for state super-
intendent, though everyone knows he Is
not.

WORK FOR WOMEN IN THE SOUTH

Pay Ojf Buffalo Women School
Teacher Halsed to Same Scale

Miss Perkins, chairman of the civil ser-
vice reform committee of the Oeneral
Federation of Women'a clubs has Issued
the following communication to club women
through the Federation Bulletin:

The chairman of each general federation
committee must emphasise, each time she
presents hen own work, that Its security
and permanence rest upon the power to
secure fitting Instruments to carry out the
work. Iiws and work are valueless. If we
are handicapped by "spoils" In any shape.
Our club women ore called upon for help
In so many directions to remedy abuses, to
press forward laws, to Initiate reforms, all
appealing to heart and head, things vital
to be accomplished, that they are easily
In danger of forgetting the keystone of the
arch choice of Instruments to carry out
good laws, or reform methods.

Country clubs that have little practical
experience in the detail of public work
must be appealed to constantly, and In-

structed whst a large part they have In
Improving the conditions under which the
work of all our committees is done. Our
legislators, many of them, come from
these quiet centers, and should be strong
helps and supporters of the merit system
Instead of being so often Ignorant of Its
meaning. They should understand that all
these human, philanthropic Interests for
which their friends are working are bound
up and stand or fall by freedom to select
In some honest and careful way the men
and women that are to carry out with
efficiency our laws, which, though backed
by the most elevated and practical public
opinion, need this constant safeguard
against those who care only for selfish
ends.

We need to protect our work from those
men who are often Ignnrantly the enemies
of human progress. That they shall un-
derstand what these things mean must
be a part of our endeavor.

Work for Meeting; Women.
A significant event In the history of the

women's progressive movement In the
south was the opening of the business
women's home In Atlanta, Ga,, recently,
the project being fostered by the Young
Women's Christian association. The new
home makes provision for a few transients
as well as wage earning women living and
working lit the city. Many of the promi-
nent women of Atlanta have given their
help, financially and otherwise, and the
house was immediately filled. It Is beginn-

ing to be realized more and more that the
poor salaries paid women dependent upon
their own efforts is In a large measure
responsible for young women getting into
trouble. With incomes insufficient for any
but the most meager comforts, and fre-
quently not even for these, It is not sur-
prising that inexperienced girls come In
time to accept such things from question-
able sources. Older women who have be-

come familiar with the lives, the hardships
and the temptations of the working girl
of too small salary realize that one of the
most valuable aids that can be afforded
her Is a comfortable, homelike lodging
place at a cost within her reach. While
the dormitory or cottage plan frequently
supplements the work of the city Young
Women's Christian association It Is seldom
combined with its Institutional work, that
branch having a distinct and definite part
In the work for women.

Women's Salaries Raised.
The public school teachers bf Buffalo, N.

Y., have been granted equal pay tor equal
work and the salaries of the women teach-
ers will Immediately be raised to the level
of those paid the men. In contrast with
this action Is the situation In New York
City, where 700 teachers' places are vacant
through resignations because of low sal-

aries. With several hundred substitute
teachers employed there are still several
hundred classes without regular teachers
and a committee has been appointed to de-

vise some way of filling these vacancies
without raising salaries.

In the Indignation excited over the czar's
disfranchisement of the vast number of
male voters In Russia little has been heard
of the concession that gives to the women
of that country the parliamentary vote on
the same condition as men, except that they
must cast It by proxy.

Mrs. Clara B. Arthur, president of the
Michigan Woman Suffrage association, has
taken the lead In securing the opening of
free public baths In Detroit. In apprecia-
tion of her efforts the building has been
named "The Clara."

FOURTH OF. TREES LEFT OVER

Christmas Evergreens Damped In
River Excess Supply Re-

ceived ThU Year.

More than B.OflO Christmas trees shipped
to Omaha for "the holidays were dumped
Into the Missouri river Thursday and a
number of dealers have suffered big losses.
This represents about 25 per cent of the
total numbe." of trees bought by Omaha
merchants and commission houses and
brought to the city by outside dealers and
sold on the vacant lots and at stands.

Plies of trees were taken from tho mar-
ket place early Thursday and hauled to the
river, where they were put adrift on the
changing current of the Missouri. A dealer
who bought a car from Colorado had bo
many fine trees left that he said he was
tempted to place them In cold storage for
next year. Some dealers told Inquirers
they would put the trees In storage, but so
far as known not a tree has been stored.

Dealers say the supply was two carloads
more than the normal receipts at Omaha
and could not have been sold or even
given away In the city. Others are frank
to admit there Is a growing prejudice
against Christmas trees because of the
protest which the women have made
against the ''murder" of young trees and
the reports of the state forestry commis-
sions that acres of young timber are de-
stroyed each year to furnish the trees for
Christmas. The Omaha Young Woman's
club presented resolutions at a recent meet-
ing condemning the tree custom and many
mothers declared they would discourage
the destruction of the forests by going
without the usual Christmas tree.

The
city's fiscal agents wrote Treasurer Fink
that a number of bondholder' probably
would demand currency and asked that he
either authorize them to go Into tho mar-
ket and psy a premium for currency or
ship $l.Tf.oor In currency to 'them In New
York.

Mr. Fink did neither, however. In an-

swer to the letter he wrote the fiscal
agency that as long its the rnunty had
currency In the Omaha banks and the
Omaha bnnks had currency on deposit In
the New York banks, he ssw no reason
why the county should pay a premium to
secure currency in New York, or should go
to the trouble and expense of shipping the
money to the metropolis. He said he would
secure a draft hero and request that the
words, "Payable only through the New
York Clearing House' be left off, making
the draft payable In currency and not In
clearing house certificates. -

Several letters passed between New York:
and Omaha, and as the outcome City
Treasurer Flr.k has Just received word
to send the Interest on by draft In the
usual way.

As gold was quoted at a pfonilnm of 1

per cent In New York, it would have cost
the city and school district $1,300 to have
complied with the first demands and paid
the Interest In currency.
