Recently the aferssaid county officlal
has approachsd many of the big taxpay-
era of the county with a proposition.
Witheut imparting any Iinformation as
in which particular tax was ilegally
levied and collected, this county sefficial
offers to collect the amount of this tax
that the party approached has paid. he,
the comnly official, to tecelve for his
trouble half eof the amount recovered
if he copsents, Mr, Taxpayér is asked to
wign n contract which the county officlal
has bad printed. l

If Mr. Taxpayer questions the propristy |
of paying half for collecting the allewed |
illegal tax he has pald, the county ofilcisl
In question then Informs him that unluess |
he places the matter in his hands he will
recover nothing. To recover anything
he must assign his clalm to this county
offcial, srho alone Ia In possesgion of Lhe
n information,

“Well, 1 ean walt untll you bring sult
and then learn what this alleged illegul
tax s and then bring suit mysslf” sug-
gesis Mr. Taxpayer.

“That would avall you nothing,” replies
the county official, “for the simple rea-
son thet T shall not file suit on the
claims assigned to me until the last day
before these claimsa are outlawed. Thus
you wmee, you . would not have time In
which to bring sult yourself.”

None of the cownty officlals approached
profess to know of any couniy tax hav-
ing been illegally lovied during recent
years. The official who is going around
securing assignmenis of their Cimims from
the large tMxpayers is the only one sald
te have this Information and he natu-
rally Meclines to give the snap away. It
belng what ls known as a Hobson's cholee |
with the taxpayers, Lhey are sald to be
readily signing the contract presanted m]
them by the county official In question
