It Is evident that Chalrman Taggari
has not forgotten the experience of
1604, when, as nominal chalrman of
his party, he found himself tled,
gugged And hdlpless in the commitiee
headguarters in New York, while the
immediate advisers of Judge Parker
led the party to the most disastrous
defeat In its history. Clearly he has
no desire for a repetition of such an
experience, no matter what his reis-
tion to the campaign management in
pext year's fight may be, but he ls just
as certainly in the realm of specula-
tion when he predicts demoeratic gains
in the west and northwest.

The suggéstion that Chicago be
made the eampalgn headquarters is,
however, timaly, as the battleground
will be in the west and In the south,
where the contest will be to preévent
further defections from the democratic
column., Kentucky will be a contested
state, with the chances favoring the
republicans, and Missourl s posalbly
debatable ground. Oklahoma, wih
Its sixteen electoral votes, will proba-
bly be found In the democpatic column,
but in no part of the middle west or
northwest can the democrats ground
any present hope of regalning. the
ground lost by them since 1886, It
is hardly probable that Chalrman Tag-
gart I8 banking upon a change of senti-
ment that would shunt into the Bryan
column next year the states that gave
these pluralities to President Roose-
velt In 1604:

EVADING-THE CHARTER,.

An ordinance Introduced Into the
city council by apparent agreement of
a majority of the democratic coundcil-
men seeks to evade one of the plain
provisions of the clty charter Intended
to prevent just such treasury ralds as
this ordinance contemplates.
It is proposed to set aside and Aap-
propriate $6.000 out of the unappor-
tloned remalinder of the general fund
for the purpose of grading five desig-
nated streets and alleys, The real
purpose Is to hold 85,000 at the dis-
posal of the democratic administration
which should by eéxpress provision of
the charter be transferred at the ex-
piration of the year Into the sinking
fund and be devoted to the extinguish-
ment of maturing municipal debt.

To use language expressive, I not
elegant, the members of the demo-
eratle counell béhind this scheme are

larranglng to steal $5.000 from the

sinking fund In deflance of the char-
ter, to be gpent on grading jobs of
their own personal selection. While
this {8 such a Elinlhl(! evaslon of the
law that we do not belleve it would
hold water one Instant if brought to a
test, It still ought to be throttled at
i1s incéption belore [t goes through the
council, and certainly should never be
allowed to pass by the mayor.

KING LEOPOLI'S CUNNING.

The actlon of the liberal party in
the Belglum Parllament in refusing by
& unanimous vote to approve an inno-
cént-looking treaty purporting %o cede
the Congo Free Biates to the Belglan

other example of shréewd cunning by
which King Leopold hus achieved an
unenviable distinotion. Avoused by
the protests of the clvilized world over
the atrocitles In the Congo, Leopeld
proposed a cesslon of his personal do-
main in Africa to Belglum snd @
treaty to that end was presented to
Parllament. The document, on its
face, was a slmple compliance with the
terms of the original agreement, but
an appendix contained the provision
that all the ofMcials designated to gov-
ern the aunexed territory were to be
appolnted by the crown subject to the
king's pleasure. This provision s
what led to the revolt in Parliament.
Under the provislons of the treaty
Leopold was to retaln practieal, if aot
nowinal, possession of the vast rubber

the year,
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which weré to be used for “lterary,
artistie and educatiovnal advancement
of the Belgian people.” The record Is
suficiently plain on Leopold’s desire
to promote the welfare of the Belglan
people. Momey that should have been
used in the past for such purposes has
been sguandered in royal dissipations
that have made Europe gasp at thelr
extent and audacity. In company with
eortaln syndicates, he has been revel-
Ing in the proceeds of extortion from
the rubber regions and sguandering
revenues that should have been de-
voted to the welfare of his none too
prosperous subjects, While the Bel-
gian Parliament has been a free acting
body, it has, up to date, been unable to
loosen the royal hold on this rich loot.
If the rejection of the proposed trealy
means a step toward real reform in the
Congo, It will prove a consummasation
devoutly to be wished by all lovers of
clvilization, ll'bnrtr and progress.

THE FREE SKED FARCE.

In the face of the warning of Chalr-
man Tawney of the house committes
on appropriations that national ex-
penditures are llkely to excesd na-
tional revenues for the next fiscal year,
the one bill recommended by a com-
mittee for favorable actlon by con-
gress, before adjournment for the holl-
day recess, provides for an appropria-
tion of $560,000 for the free distribu-
tion of seeds. On thé subject of this
sead distribution the secretary of agri-
culture, in his annual report, says:

The work of securing, packeting, assem-
bling rnd malling the seed for congres-
slonal purposes was carrled on the saine
ax in past yearn. This work 18 now #o
systematized that it goos along smoothiy,
despite the large gquantities of meed Lhat
must be secured and sent out. The total
number of packages put up and dis-
tributed has remained thes same for the
last #ix years. In the annual Alstribu-
tion 6,400,000 packages of miscellanevus
vegetabla weed are put up and sent out,
ench package contalning five phokots, and
800,000 parckages of flower seed are put
up and distributed in the same way, eath
package containing five packets

Practically every farmers’ organiza-
tlon In the nation has protested
sgalust this seed distribution. Origin-
ally the appropriation was made for
the distribution of “rare and valuable
seeds and plants” for experimental
purpose, Today It I8 used to dis-
tribute over 7,000,000 packages of
garden seeds, such as any farmer may
buy at & cross-roads store. The farmer
does not plant them, as he gelects
seeds for his crops with the greatest
care and takes no chances on the pack-
ages sent to him by the government.
The appropriation s simply a cam-
palgn contribution to make the con-
gressman solld with the wives and
daughters of certain classes of thelr
constituents who amuse themselves
with posy gardens. Congress has the
saime wArrant for furnishing farmers
free garden and flower seeds that it
has for furalshing cobblers with free
thread and shoe nails.

If La Follette wera nominated to run
