city after which is named n battieship
or & crulser has followed the custom of
presenting to the ship & service of wmil-
ver for use on state oocasjons,

These gifta are made to the shipa, and
the title of ownership goes to the ship,
and not to the government Ar & result
of the retiring from active pervice of &
