Late Investigator Thinks the Genernl
Threty Awnay the Lives of
His Men.
—
“When the true story of the Custée fight
I8 10ld it is probable that the tellink will

add no luster to the Custer namé, unleas
a wllllnnxeu to gamble with the lives of
others to accomplish n personal end moy
be considered luudable,™

Buch Is the conclusion reached by Ed-
ward B. Curtls after montha spent in
iracing every foot of the route taken by
General Custer fust bafore and during the
historic battle of the Little Big Horn in
1FM, the battle In which Custer and his
Immediate command were butcheéred by the
Bloux.

In his fleld work for ““The North Ameri-
can Indian,” the most pretentious histori-
cal, ethnological and plotorinl eomplintion
on the Indian tribes of Ameries, of which
J. Plerpont Morgan s chlef patron, Mr.
Curtls spent the summer in Montana and
has just returned to New York. Most of
the summer's work was devotled lo study
of the battle of the Little Blg Horn., Mr,
Curtls was assisted by White-Man-That-
Runs-Him and Halry-Moooasin, Crow
moouta who were with Custer; 'I'wo-Moons
and Red Hawk, Bioux scouts who merved
in the engngement, and nearly a hundred
olher Indlans. ’

“The time has not arrived,” sald Mr,
Curtls recently, “to write the real story
of Custer's last fight, and It Is & question
whether this story properly may bs in-
corporated In the work being complled,
Thers are oo many persons still Hving who
oould not gain any glory by the narration
of the facts In the last Custer engagement.

“My Investigation of the battle of the
Little Big Horn has been more minute and
complete than any previously made, [
started In the Rosebud country and fol-
lowed Lhe route taken by Custer's command
into the Wolf mountalns, then to the polnt
where Custer ahd Reno separated. From
this point I took up Custer's trall and fol-
lowed every fool of It. I was fortunate In

finding several of Custer's old Indian
scouts, ull of them now more than &
years old.

“The clearnoss of lh’ memory of White-
Man-That-Runs-Him 1 found to be phe-
nomenal. 1 took him over the battlefield
ffom every side and Qld sverything 1 could
to disprove what ho sald were facts. Not
once did he vary from his story. With the
Crow scouts 1 went over the ground to
the point where Custer, telling them they
had kept thelr promise to him, to show
him whers the enemy. wWas camped, sent
them back out of the fight to mave their
lives, Then I took up the inquiry with the
Sloux scouts, who knew every dstall of It
The storles of these old scouts 1 verified
later,

“S8uch an Inveatigation as I made can
bring the inquirer to only one conclusion-—
thiat General Custer unnecessarily sacrificed
the lives of his soldiers to further his per-
sonal ends. I know it Is unpopular even to
criticlae A military commangsr who.ls dead
and who dled ar did Custér. but some day
.the truth of this fight must be written.
There Is absolutely no question that Cus-
ter could have won this fight with little
lors of life. When the wise old Indlan
warriors that wers in this fight are asked
what they think of Custer's course In the
battle they point to thelr heads and say:
‘He must have heen wrong here” This is
the most charitable view that can be taken
#ven by the Indians. They oan explain his
gcts in no other way.

“I can refute positively the charge that’
Custer and his men were drunk.”'—New

ference to hyglenic considerations. The
greatest fallacy of all, perhape, In regard
to the cholee of an overcoat ls that the
terms “welght” and “warmth" are synony- |
mous. An a matter of faet they are nearly
always diametrically opposed.

Heavy materialas are often good eonduc-
tors of heat and are calculated thereforp
to allow the heat of the Loldy Lo escape,
while the light materials are bad con-
ductors and 8o preserve the heat and en-
ergies of the body. Moreover, the heavy
overcosat s a tax on the resources of the
organlam and destroys the economy which
a good Insulating cloth is Intended to se-
cure. Further, heavy material encourages
an uncleanly and unhealthy state of the
body cohlefly by imprisoning the exhala-
tlon of the skin, .

That cloth Is best, therafore, which
givea the minlmum of weight and the
maximum of warmth, while belng porous
enough to admit of wventilation.

It Is not generally realised thatl in pro-
tecting the body from the Jlssipation of
Its own heat—L e, from cold-—clothing
renlly merves s an economizer of fuel—
that s, food. Could we iccustom our-
selves to wearing no clothing at all under |

cold climate conditions, we Miculd have |
o consume much more food than we do
in order (o0 compensate for the rapid)|
loas of heat which would hoppen If the
hody were not wrapped In pon-conduct-
Ing materiale This poeint needs to be
borne in mind by those who advocats
the banishment of the overcoat :

It is. of course, possible to dispense

with an ovarcoat, provided that Lhe clothes
worn are particularly warm, The over-
cont, however, offers the declded ndvan.
tage that It tan be superimposed over
a comparatively light sult of Jlothes and
thus while prevonting the escape of heat
provides also an alr space between the ors
dinary clothes and Heelf—an 4ir space
which Is open to ventilation.

Thera seems o be little doubt that a
well-choson overcoat surrounding & warm
but light sult of clothes s for the reusons
just given much more comfortable than
& heavy sult of ordinary clothes.

$10,000,000 battleship, therefore represents
