The attorney goneral oantends that the
rullroads have not tnken the proper meth-
ods to spcure rellef, Inasmuch as the com-
missnlon has not yet promulgated any graln
rates and cannot do so untll afler & ¢com-
plaint has beep flled with the commission
und w hearing given the rallroads. Then
the rallronds have a right under the law
to upperl to the courts If the rate is not
compensiatory In thelr judgment.

The fixing of rates s esnentinlly legis-
Iatise In churacter, argues the attorney
gonernl, and the general rule is that legis-
lative action cannot be Interfered with
by Injunction After reviewing the bill
of the rallrowds, he says the purposa of
the ‘action I to énjoin the Ralwiy eonm-
miaslon not only from establishing ratas
niimed  In schedules previously malled,
bt wlso from In any munner at Lny fu-
ture time attempting to reduce or chunge
the rntés Lo be charged for the transporta-
tion of grain.
