A MODEL LICENRER LAW,

Distillers and wholeaalers of llguor
in Kentucky have undertaken to have
prepared, with the ald of experta and
other disinterested advisers, a model
licenae law upon which they may take
a stand as agalnst the growing de-
mands of the prohibitionists in the
southern states.

If the preparation of such n measure
is to be guided by experience, the
model Heense law will not differ very
much from that which has been In
operation heare In Nebraska for more
than twenty-five years, Considering
the fact that Nebraska was a ploneer
in the high license movement, the
Slocumb law enscted by our legisiatures
in 1881 and only slightly modified since
that time has, a2 n whole, proved to be
the most satisfactory liquor traffic reg-
nlator that haa been tried anywhers,

The Blorumb law iz a high license
law, 8500 being the minimum HlHeense

$1,000 the minimum In the larger
citles. The very auggestion of a §1,000
Heense fee twenty-five years ago wonld
have caused rcold shivers in places
where now it would he welcomed as
a bulwark against complete prohibi-
tion.

The Slocumb law, moreover, & a
local option law. It leaves it to the
people of each community to determine
whether or not llcenses shall be lssued
for the sale of llquor and gives them
an opportunity to change thelr policy
onee every year or at least no less
frequently than every two years.

The Blocumb law, In addition to
these prime reguirements, throws cer-
tain restrictions about the business to
prevent the sule to minors. or to
women, or to habitual drunkards, the
gale of llquor on Sundays, the obstrue-
tion of doors and windows by screens,
It prescribes certain forms to be pur-
sued in applylng for license so that any
one desiring to protest may enter a
remonstrance. It penalizes violators
of the law with revocation of the
license,

In some of these minor detalls the
Nebraska law may be regarded as ex-
treme and hargh, and perhaps open to
question, but it affords each community
the opportunity to establish the sort
of regulation for {tself within the ex-
préss limitations of the law that publie
sentiment calls for. 8o long as the
time-tried Blocumb law s on our
atatute books no other model llcense

{1aw will be heeded [or use in Nebraska,

QUESTION OF CIVIL PENS |ONS.

By taking it out of its context and
wilfully distorting its meaning, a
single sentence in The Bee's discus-
slon of QGrover Cleveland's suggesation
of a pension for ex-presidents, Is made
to furnish the democratic World-
Herald an excuse for a diatribe against
civil pensions in general as an incident
to a viclous attack on the last demo-
cratic president. The silk stocking
editor<congressman who Is drawing
$7.600 & year out of the national treas-
ury practically as a clvll pension tries
to make out that The Bee |s advocat-
ing a privileged class of life pap-
suckers which would eventually In-
clude not only the presidents, “but also
the members of his cablpet, members
of congress, the diplomatic corps, gov-
ernors, clerks In the departments and
everybody who attalns to the dignity
of office.” Of course The Bee has never
advocated anything of the kind, but §f
there were any chance of creating such
a pension llet the editor of the World-
Herald would be hot for it, because It
would insure him and several other
members of his family ocharter mem-
bershlip In the pension roll.

Should the question of clvil pensions
ever come up It will not be disposed
of by venting spleen on Grover Cleve-
land or cartooning him as a lusty
beggar too lasy to work, It ls not
necessarily involved in the proposal to
pension ex-presidents, inasmuch as a
pension for the commander-in-chief of
the army and navy could be made to
rest on the same basis as the penslons
for retired army and naval officers,
That Is what The Bee polnted out and
what seems to have given the World-
Herald's solon such a sudden attack
of editorial jim-jams. As the congres-
slona]l sesslon is yet young there s
reason to hope the patient may gur-
vive and be eventually restored to
health,

FIGHTING FUR LOWER RENT.

The declaration that 30,000 familjes
living in the squalld section of the
Eust Side In New York City are behind
the agltation for a reduction of rents
and & betterment of tenement condi-
tions i8 doubtiess an exaggeration, but
it Is evident that thousands are in-
volved in the dispute now raging, at-
tended by evictions, riots and distress-
ing complications between the exacting
landlords sud the unhappy tenants.

The tenants demand & reduction of
sbout 30 per cent in the rental rates,

indicating a most deplorable condition
In the tenement districts

that many of the bulldings tn whiech

| they ure housed are mere remshackles,

condemned by the Insurance companies
and occupled only at the risk of the
lives of the tenants. The other side of
the contention i{s that prices of real
estate have advanced so rapidly in
Maohattan and that taxes hive been so
fnereased that what appears to be
exorbitant rent charges are renlly
necessary ound unavoldable.

THE INTERSTATE cOMMISSION,

A symposium of contributions on
tmely rallway toples, printed by the
Rallway Age, brings several high en-
dorsements of the suggestion made
some time ago by The BHee for a re-

[fee In smaller towns and villages, and lnrgnnlnllinn of the TInterstate Com-

merce commission with a view to ena-
bling it to perform fits duties more
promptly and more satisfactorily,

Governor Chamberialn of Oregon
declares outright that there I8 no ques-
tion but that this commission is too
small to attend to the business it has
in hand and that It ought to be largely
inereased and its power extended.

Chalrman Ira B. Mills of the Minne-
gota Rajlroad commission proposes in
detall a solution almost ldentical with
that offered by The Bee. He says:

I think the interstate commerce law
should be amended by establishing districta
throughout the country somewhat stmliinr
to the ciroulls of the Unitad Biates court,
nand In each of these districts there should
be a deputy or under commissioner clothed
with authority to pass upon most of the
questions that urise In his distriet, allowing
an appeal to the central commisslon in
Waushington by either the railvond company
or shipper. By this method the district or
lacnl commissloner wonld have an oppor-
tunity to become thoroughly familiar with
the conditions In his tercitory, which It s
impossible for the central commission In
Washington to do. The local commissioner
would be able to settle without any contro-
versy probably about 80 per cent of all the
questions ralsed In his district, and In
olher matters to afford Immediate reliel.

The chajirman of the Minnesota
Rallroad commission goes on to
that the trouble now with the Inter-
sgtate Commerce commisslon is that it
is too far away from the people and
that the small shipper or man without
means {8 unable to get the rellef he
ought to have. This Is seen by the
complaints continually coming to state
commissioners of Interstate matters,
many of which are adjusted by the
state commissions. If the Interstate
commigsion could act through the state
commission these difficulties could be
met in the simplest manner, bhut some
device 18 urgently’ needed by which
the people may get nearer the power
that has the right to pass upon thelr
grievances and enforee its decisions.

The reorganization of the Interstate
Commerce commisslon through sub-
divisions on territorial lines is becom-
ing more and more Imperative, and al-
though It may posslbly be delayed for
a while, must eventually be brought
about through the necessary congros-
slonal legisiation If our present meth-
ods of regulating Interstate commerce
gre to prove successful,

DUELING ON THE DOWN G RADE,

Hungary has furnlshed the needed
touch to place the code duello in the
farce class, The French have been
leading the duel up to the point of
absurdity for a number of vears, but
they have religlously observed certain
forms In compliance with the long
established provisions of the code,

When Frenchmen have engaged In
desperate, If bloodless, duels, they
have adhored closely (o the etiquetts
of tha game. While they have adopled
all precautions to prevent the particl-
pants from belng injured needlessly,
they have still been punctillous in
their observance of all the prescribed
gestures, passes and motions caleu-
lated to make the mimic bluff pass for
the real thing. No Frenchman, for
example, would feel that his honor
had been vindleated If his opponent
slapped him across the back with the
filat of his sword and told him to go
got a reputation. That, however, is
about what happened In the latest
notable duel fust pulled off in Hun-
EAry.

It seems that Dr. Wekerle, the Hun-
garian premier, and an ex-minister of
Juatice,
and immediately drew swords. The
ex-minlster made a lunge, according
to the prescribed form, when Dr
Wekerle' “broke down his guard nod
dealt him barmless blows with the flat
of his sword, whereupon the minlster
apologlzed and the men shook hands.™

That s clearly the llmit, The ca-
ble does pot furnish the detwails, but it
is piain that the premier simply used
his dueling sword a8 an Instrument
with which to spank his rival. To add
to the richness, it Is solemnly recorded
that the emperor sent his congratula-
tions to the premier.
