WIDTH OF CANAL LOCKS

Commission Recommends that Prearnt
Flan fer 100 Feet Re
Adhered To.
WABHINGTON, Jan. §.—By wnanimous
decvinlon the Istiumian Canal
will recommend fo the secretary of war
that the locks on the canal be conkiructed
4l thelr present projected width, nameiy,
100 fest, holding that this will be ample
for all commercial shipping for years 1o
1f, howeaver, It /s the judgment of
the Navy deparitment and of the prewi-
dent that the proposed widih be in-
cromsed to 119 feet, thin can be done at
reasonablas cost and it 15 belleved withi-
out danger of strbctural weakness.
