Tt would nppear that all re
maining for the complete success of Lhe
line of Inquiry Is to establish the amount
of doses and proper methods of adminis
tration of the remedy. Humanily will b
unspeakably hlessed If thin most difficult
of human 118 has indeed been hrought to
the point of eradication through the em-
bryologic studies that have been made by
the expert.
