do not permit the people to form in groups
and conssquently It has been Impossibie
fo mssemble and start & demonstration,
Most of the men arresied yesterday were
relensed today.

Herr bel, Herr Binger and thelr as-
wistants, who compose the committee of
seven which s managing the social demb-
eratie party, regard the terms In which
Prince von Buelow, the Imperial chanceilor,
yesterday rejected the déemand for manhood
suffrage snd & secret balloy inutead of
the existing property qualification [for
volers, as & declsration of war.

Lommons of Carbon
county At this place In 1555 The legn of
the sheltton ame In tron shackles and by
thess shackion Wiltlam Daley, 'who led &
posse that searched for Parker in 1968
Mentifiod the bones as those af the sutlaw
of eurly territorinl days. The tunnsl In
which the skeleton was found was dis-
caverad whila workmen were demaolishing
the old buliding. Beaide ihe skeleton lay
A double-barreled squirrel rifle with one
barrel above the other mand a fine Elobe
sight., Oldtimers remember this gun as the
property of Parker.

Parker was one of the most notorigus
bad men of the sarly dave of the torvitory
of Wyoming. At the time of Nis CRCApe
from Sheriff Lemmons he was uhder ar-
rest on A charge of murdering two men on
the Platte river. He was confined In the
buliding beneath which his sheleton today
was Tound, while awalting the areival of
B traln on which he was to he taken to
Cheyenne. Before the train came he mys-
teriously dirpppearad and posses séarchsd
the surreunding country for days without
finding any irace of him. Sheriff Lem-
mons was charged with having permitted
the prisoner to get away and with having
aszisteéd him alter his #scupe.

The fndlng today of the tunnsl under
the old bullding and the skeleton of Parker
therein showe that the prisoner probably
Accidentally discovered the excavation
while In the bullding in M5, descendesd
theroln and remalned in hiding until he
starved to death,

Parker ineariy daye operatéd with the
two Wartins brothers, who were notorious
outiawn., Bhortly before Parker was ar-
rested for Lhe Platte river murders ho and
the Wartina halp upCheyenne, standing off
the entire peace force and a large crowd
of citizens mnd then escaping to the hills
ot horsdback. They came direct to Carbon
eounty and were employsd by Perry L
Bmith, now postmaster of Rawlins, to kil
game for Union Puactfic construction gangs.
which wera laying the rallroad wWestward
from this place at that time -

Oneé of the Wartins Lbrothera a short tims
after the disappesarance of Parker rode into
Larnmie and shot up the town. killing

erlff John Brofie when the officer al-
tempted to take him into custedy. Later
