Even
though Mr. ‘Bryan were willing to keep
the curtaln draws, there ate too many
people In this community, aome of
them at that very banquet table, whose
memories are net so0  convenlently
short-lived.

Had Mr. Bryan wanted to do exact
Jugtice to his sublect, he would have
recalled certain incidents of the cam-
pulgn of 1284, In which he himself
was running for United States senator,
and ns nominal editor of Mr. Hiteh-
cock's paper hed additlonal reason to
expect It to be “true to us and Incor-
ruptible at all times,” but when, In-
atead, It sold out to the political
enemy for a price bargalned for and
stipulated In & written agreement.
To be more exact, ten days before
the election of 1804 democrats were
aurprised and Incensed to find two col-
umns of the editorlal page of the
World-Herald given over to damaging
attacks upon the democratlo nominee
for governor, with the explanation that
“this space has been engaged by the
republican state committee.” After four
days of thus bombarding its own party
eandidates in the rear the backfire was
temporarily suspended, with an edl-
torial explanation that “‘self-respect
compels the World-Herald to discon-
tinne the arrangement with the repub-
lcan state central committes,” becayse
instead of using the space to present
the Issues of the campaign, “the com-
mittee has used It merely to abuse per-
sonnlly the candidates whom the
World-Herald 1a editorially support-
ing.” .
What had really occurred, however,
was quickly developed by a suit filed
in court for an order for specific per-
formance, In which was set out in full
the shameless contract by which the
“Incorruptible" paper was to get §7560
for two columns of editorial page
space for ten days. The vital para-
graph of the sworn petition deciares:
That almast mmediately after the pub-
lication of such materials commenced in
the World-Herald newspaper, the dsfend:
rut, G, M. Hitchcock, sought to have sald
contract rescinded by mutual consent and
represented that owing to the pressure of
one Willlam J. Bryan and other politiclans
opposed to the republican party it was be-
coming uncomfortable and embarrassing for
enld Hiteheook to continue such contract,
and he asked to be released therefrom, but
the plaintiffts refused to agree to & reces-

nion of sald mlm't and Insisted upon ite
performance,

The plalnu! in the actlon goes on
to say that no objection was ever made
by Mr. Hitchcook to the matter offered
and that “such pretense now Is & mere
subterfuge.”” The allegations are,
moreover, supported by affidavit, of
which the following extract is directly
in polnt:

The affiant today (Ontober 29) called upon
Hitehcoek and had snother conversation
with him In regard to the published notice
that they had declded to broak the contract,
Mr. Hitcheock told the affiant that It had
coma to the point that he was obliged
either to suppress this matter and bresk
the contract or Mr. Bryan would withdraw
from his paper as ita editor and he had de-
clded to break the contract rather than to
losy Mr. Bryan's assoclation with the paper.

There being no serious attempt at
defenss, the court ordered Mr. Hitch-
cock to turn over his paper as agreed
to the republican committee for use
against the democratic ticket. Inci-
dentally It was whispered among those
on the inslde that the court order was
not at all unwelcome to the “‘Incor-
ruptible” democratic paper as offering
the only way to appease Mr, Bryan and
at the same time to take the republican
money,

Of coursa all this Is anelent political
history for which Mr. Bryan, as one of
the victims of the sell-out, has a right
to ssue a full pardon, but nothing he
may say can expunge the record which
can stlil be. read through his latest
coat of whitewash.

By rallway managers almest without ex-
ception the amended law Nua been accepled
in good faith, and they exhiblt for the
most part & sincere and varnest disposition
to conform thelr msthods to Its require-
ments. It was not o be expsoted that
nesded reforms could be brought sbout
witheut more or less difficulty and deiay,
but it je uaguestionably the fact that great

IMMURNITY FOR THE JUDICIARY,

Running through the papers and
dlgcussions of the Nebraska Bur axso-
clation At Ity recent meetipe at (re-
quent intervals were to be heard care-
fully guarded oxpressions from severul
gources of a desire for some means Lo
gave the courts from adverse criticlsm
of thelr decizlons especially in the
presg. The f(dea was advanced, al-
thongh perhaps not (n concrete form,
that it would be better If a court de-
clsion, no matter how grotésque and no
matter how mueh at varlance with
every concept of right and justice, were
to be accepted as finality without de-
bate or, if there must be criticlam of
Judicial action, the judges should re-
solve to invite unpopularity and fortify
themselves aguinst it. It §s admitted, of
course, that eriticism by those fitted by
education and legal experiance to dis-
cuss such subjects intelligently should
be welcomed, but unsympathetie analy-
gls of judicial edicts under the light
of cold common senge by some lpyman
with access (o a newspaper s Lhc;
height of absurdity that must be
squelched by permanent injunction or
supéerciliously ignored.

But there are two sides to this ques-
tion, much as some lawyers might like
to see only one, Freedom of speech
and of the press Is even more essential
to our form of free government than is
an independent and fearless judiciary.
Let the bench become corrupt or arbl-
trary and the power of the press vole-
fng public opinfon will soon cleanse 1t
Let freedom of speech be throttled by
judiecial despotismn and nothing is left
to 1ift the yoke of servitude from the
people but revolution,

Because judges sometimes make
mistakes, we are told, all judges are
not to be denounced as incompetent.
Then, although those who criticlse
Judiclal decislons may occasionally
make mistakes, that is no reason why
all critlcism should be prohibited and
all critics reviled. In point of fact,
the eriticiam under which the judiclary
chafes most Is the criticism of higher
courts reversing inferior tribunsals and
of the lawyer for the defeated litigant.
At bottom of gvery proposal to clip the
wings of judiclal power is some lawyer
in good or bad standing who has re-
cently lost a case which he thought he
ought te have won; yet this does not
necesearily discredit the measure
whose merit may entitie it to favorable
consideration.

It is not necessary for the judiclary
to be made Immune against publle
eritielsm. Unjust criticism will not
hurt it and just criticism cannot be
out of place. The judiclary need not
be unpopular except as It makes itself
unpopular, because the great mass of
the people are as deeply imbued with
the sensge of right and wrong as are the
judges who sit upon the bench or the
lawyers who practice before them,

PROBLEM OF INDIAN EDUCATION.

Well-meaning, If misgulded, friends
of the Indian are making the expected
protest against the proposition of the
authorities to abandon the Carlisle In-
dian school In Pennsylvania and to
withdraw federal support from all non-
reservation Indian schools. These en-
thusiasts ioslst that it Is the wisest
plan for the government to continue
the Carlisle school and to offer every
inducement to get the Indian away
from his epvironment by bringing him
into contact with the elvilizatioh and
advantages of the white man.

On the other side, long experience
has shown such schools as that at Car-
ligle apt to do the Indian as much
harm ns good. Young Indians, men
and women, returning from Carlisle,
find themselves out of touch with their
tribal environment. They #soon be-
come dissatisfied with conditions and
their dissatisfaction spreads among
the members of -the tribe. Too oftan
the college educated IndMn, thrown
back among the old associations and
gustoms, relapses into & worse state
than the first and bhls influence upon
the tribe 1a the exact opposite of what
was sxpected of him. The theory that
these returned students act as & leaven
to raise the whole mass of the tribe
gounds well, but it has not worked out
in practice,

Many friendly observers now belleve
it to be a mistake to try to give the In-
Adinn students too much fostruction in
the arts and crafts se setting too rapid
A pace in the work of-lifting a people
from tribal relations, bordering on
gavagery, to s stage of Individuallam
nnd Independent clitizenship. The
drilling of a few Indians to this pace
produces no lasting effect upon the en-
tire tribe. The better plan, it would
appear, is that adopted by the govern-
ment, gradually to abollsh the non-
reservation schools and to devote the
government’s eoducational effort to
reservation schools, with a course of
practical instruction designed to fit the
Indians for self-support. This plan
bas worked most satisfactorily o
Oklashoma and the Indian Teritory,
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to the polat of assuming the dutles of
citizenship and making thelr own way
In the world.

LIABILITT OF EMPLOYERS

The prominence given loeally to a
ftatement that the Unlon Facific had
lost $10,000 by confessing judgment
In a damagoe sult the day before the
Unfted Btates supreme court deciared
the federal employer's labiliwy law in-
vaiid serves to lllustrate’ the genorsl
mlmpbrvhenuiun as to the scope mnd
vifect of this declsions The finding of
the supreme court in wo way relieves
the Unlon Pacific In the case at hand,
or sny other rallroad, of Its responsi- |
bility for damages to an employe, but
it slmply nullifles the procedurs pro-
vided by congress in the employers'
lHability law for the recovery of such
damages. The decision of the supreme
court Is that rallroads deualilng with
employes as in the matter of aoccldent
Hability have not such a relation as
to bring them under the congressional
power of Interstate commerce regula-
tion,

While the decision may cause disap-
poititment among those who have

worked for years to secure the efact- |

ment of a federal employers’ Habliity
law, they may find consclatlon In the
reflection that what congress cannot
do In wau within the ability of state
legislatures to accomplish and that
most of the states already have such
laws, The last Nebraska legislature
not only removed the $5/000 llmit on
death claims, but algo enacted a fellow
sarvant law modifying the effect of the
defense of wptrlhutory negligence. By
the declsion just rendered acclidents on
interstate rallways come as clearly
within state jurisdiction as accldents
in factaries.

Benator Knox, as one of the recognized
constitutional lawyers of the senate, is
already engaged In the preparation of
a federnl law on the subject of em-
ployer's llabllity which he belleves will
remove the objections which the su-
preme court has found to the original
law. Regardless of his success or fall-
ure public demand for adequate pro-
tection to employes must be satiefied,
in the mgn. by local statutes and the
geveral states may be rélled upon to
adjust thelr employers’ labllity laws
and practice to accord with modern
industrial changes. It {8 In drawing
the lines on federal control of rall-
roads in other aspegts of their business
that the employers’ liability decision Is
really far reaching.

THE GREAT WESTERN RECEIVERSHIP,

_The fact that the country refuses to
look upon the recelvership for the Chi-
cago Great Western rallroad as either
a commercinl or financlal calamity is
perhaps the best proof that its embar-
rasgnent is due more to a natural re-
adjustment te meet changed conditions
rather than to the depression in busi-
ness, The Great Western occupies a
peculiar position In the rallway world,
Organized and operated as & sort of
transportation free lance, it has in-
curred the enmity and opposition of
the other rallroads and, In its time of
Anancial need, has been forced to make
a fight without support from other rall-
way corporations.

President Stickney insists that the
receivership is deslgned for the con-
servation of the property and that it
will be needed only until certain finan-
clal arrangements may be made for the
improvement and betterment of the
gystem. While the road has no mort-
gage Indebtedness, it 1s heavily capital-
{zed and has been placed in financial
stress because it undertook large de-
velopment work with Insufficlent eapi-
tal, ralsing money on short-tlme notes
which began falllng due at a time
when financial conditions made it im-
posgible to secure desired extensions,

The west will hope to see Mr. Stick-
ney justified in his expectation that the
road will soon be able to weather the
financial storm. The Great Western,
by its extension to Omaha and other
Missouri river points, has been an Im-
portant factor in developing the grain
market of Omaha and other Interests
of the west, The road taps a rich and
growing territory and must, under
wise management, eventually prove an
{mportant and profitable part of the
country’s transportation system.

The Interstate Commerce commis-
glon reports that the wreck at Wash-
ington a year ago, In which fifty per-
sons were killed, “was caused by dis-
regard of rules and signals upon the
part of the men In charge of the extra
train.”" In face of snuch facts the trav-
eling publie will want to know why no
steps have been taken to punish any

of the parties responsible for the
slaughter.
