Dead Oarsman Mhd Four Vamnity
Crews for New Yorkers

HAD ONE VERY SUCCESSFUL YEAR
Always Keean In His Dislike & tor
Courtneyr of Cornsll—One of Hia
Storiens of WWia Own
Frawesa,

NEW YORK., Jan, —=When 904
ward Hanlan, who died recently In
Toronto, was & cosch of the Columbla
erews he and Charles I Courtmey, the Cor-
ntll conth, uesd to have some merry argu-
ments. Thelr disagreoments dated back
to their single sculling days when the
invinolble Hanlan was beating them all

As n conch Courtney sesmed to have a
little the edge on Hanlan. There was al-
ways the most intense and not always
pleasant rivalry between thess two men
when Hanlan was Columbia's comch.

The firet year that Hanlan waa ldentified
with rowing at Columbia was 100. He
camn thore sleven days before the rase st
Poughiespaie, the New TYorkers having
been handled more or less inefficlently
through all the lmportant part of the soa~
son by Dr. Walter B, Peet, who rvesigned
on Juns 10 and was succesded for nihe
days by Willlam A, Msiklsham, an old Co-
lumbia oar.

Naturally at the tims when all the other
colloges wers putting on meraly the finiah-
ing touohos Hanlan had to be working hard
and any one who knows rowing will redliss
that it is impossible to do much with men
who have been treaipd under two other
svatoma of rowing In the fow preceding
months. But ths Columbia crew, from
worse than usoleas, improved sufficlently
under Hanlan to be better than disgrased
In the race.

The wvarnlty crew al least beat out
Ceorgetown and was only four secondas
behind Cornell, whioh was third. At that
time in intercollegiate rowing Pennaylvania
was supreme, and Hanlan's few days that
year with Columbia were followed by the
third succesaive victory for the Qukm
Wisconain was second.

Memorahle Year for Columbia, -
The tollowlng year Hanlan was all alona
in the management of the Columbia crews.
That was a memorable year for tha New
York ocaramen.

On the Hudson, with a strong tide off
thelr boat house, they covered four miles
under elghteen minutes, awsy under the
colleginte record for this country of nine-
teen minutes twenty-nine asconds. ‘When
they got up to Poughkeepsia for thelr last
fow days before the race, Hanlan, who al-
ways was acoustomed to talking Iarge
about his crews, sald that they wonld win
and win surely.

THat riled Courtney, whose prestige had
been seriously affectad by three defeals,
and he and Hanlan had some interesting
verbal tilta,

Those who ramembear the sculling days of
the two men and the incident of Court-
ney’'s boat being sawed In two the night
before he was to have had a declding race
with the Toronte souller will be able to
imagine how Courtney felt when Hanlan
sald publielyt

“Oh, Courtney, he had no nerve ns an
oarsman, but Ne could row pretty. That's
the way his crews will be. My follows
go into = rade thinking they can win the
way 1 used to."

Ounly a brief time batoro the race ths
Columbis crew was sant over the Pough-
keepsie course. The tidé is not nearly
50 strong there as down near New York,
but when the Columbia time was an-
nounced as 18 minutes and 4 seconds un-
der the record for that water Courthey
laughed at it

“They never 4id it he sald. *“That's
one of Hanlon's bluffs.

Hanlan's Confidence Justified.

A day before the regatta a party of
Columbias graduston visited the boat-
house.

Walt a bit and
I'll ahow you what they can do."

He turhed the men out and they rowed
for one mile in marvelous time. It was
& fine exhibition, but the harm was done,
If they had had the following day the
energy they burned up there Columbla
might have won,

It was the best race that year—19501—
that was ever held on the Hudson, out-
nide of last year's marvelous tussle be-
tween Cornell and another Columtia
crew, conched on that occaalon by one
of Hanlan's pupils, Jim Rice. Cornell,
Columbia and Wisconsin came to the
three-mile marked lapped, but Cornell
worked away and won.

Cornell's time was 18 minutes 3% sec-
onds, something under the race record
Columbia was § seconds behind, So that
it appearced yvery plainly that Hanlan had
the goods,

Buccess mads the old man careless, and,
although his crew was third the next
year, In 1903, perhaps becauss of bad
Judgment on the part of the wiroke oar,
It was abolutely last. Columbia s for a
winner, but againsty a loser, and so Han-
lan dropped out of Columbla rowing.

Himnelf fond of ale and beer, he never
denied them to hin men in tralning, and
thare was much talk of his laxity in
that respect. He himself defended his
porition by seylng: "I was able to win
no matter what 1 ate and drank Why
abouldn’t these boys do the mame?

Ho was fond of pointing all morals and
tales with persons! refarence and always
instanced his own prowess as typleal of
what ought to be expected of all college
oarsmen. Ha had some tall storles with
which he regaled the Columbla oarsmen.
Omne of his favorites was about a sculling
race In which he rowed with & man of
great abliity, only less great than his own
naturally,
