preference, providing our delegation

the gatewny of the printipal artery of
trandeontinental mail traffie, where
rallroad routes converge over which
700 rallway postal clerks are eams
ployed. Omaha has facllities for hous-
ing the divislon headquarters In ita
new federal buliding and In  every
other way s pecullarly Atted for this
purpose,

The only advantage Denver has (s
its location nearer the geographieal
center of the division, but the arrange-
ment of rallway mall servies divisions
now existing places the headquarters
not in the center, but, as it were, at
the port of entry of the principal vol-
ume of the mail, Omaha would be
situated for the proposed new division
in precisely the same position as are
now sltuated Chicago and 8t. Louls In
their respective divislons.

The establishment of rallway mall
service division headguarters at Omaha
s & subject which our Commercial
club and our citizens generally will do
well to*take up.

FARMERS AND PARCELS POST.

The Farmers National union has
decided by a practically unanimous
vote to ask congress to pass a parcels
past Dbill, as recommended by Post-
master General Meyer. The Import-
ance of the declslon is that it comes In
answer to the resolutlon adopted by
various assoclations of retall mer-
chants and commercial bodies protest-
lug agalnst the proposed plan, The
slgnificant feature of the slituation is
that this dgmand comes from the con-
sumer and not from the dealer, elther
the manufacturer, the jobber or ihe
middle man. The Permers unlon
claims a memBership of something
like 1.82€3,000, confined rigldly and
altogether to men actually engaged im
'farming as & voeation, and one of the
cardical principles is that the organi-
zation must not be used by paliticlans
or for the advocacy of any measure Ia
which farmers as a class are not di-
rectly and individually interested.

The preamble to the resolutions
adopted by the farmers answers the
arguments proposed by the retall mer-
chants and the axpress company com-
bine agninst the parcels post proposi-
tion. The farmers are clearly sincera
in thelr declaration and thelr wishes
ghould have more welght with con-
gress than the pleas of pald lobbyists
who have taken the contract to defeat
or delay all parcels post measures,

DOES THE ELKINS LAW APpPLY?

In its effort to escqpe payment of
the $29,240,000 fine imposed against
it by Judge Landis in the federal court
at Chiengo. the Standard Ol company
s naturadly resorting to every resource
afforded by the law to bring the ques-
tlon before the highest judiclal author-
itles for adjudication. The latest ef-
fort in this direction Is the request of
the paréent company, unopposed by the
attorney general, to be allowed to in-
tervene in the case pending In the
United States supreme court ugalnst
the Great Northern, which was fined
$15.000 for granting rebates on ship-
ments from Minpeapolis to Beattle,
und which appealed the case to the su-
preme court, The oll compuny has
intervened, on the theory that the
questions involved are the same as
those 4n its own case, Attorney Gen-
éral Bonaparte has offered no objec-
tlon to the plea in intervention, ex-
cept to state that he refuses to admit
that the Issues involved are the same
in both cases,

The point raised in bolh cases, how-
ever, 18 oné that must cause more or
less confusion until finally ~passed
upon by the hlghest judiclal aathor-
Ity, Both claim that the new federal
rate hill, known as the Henburo law,
repealed the Elkins law which pro-
vided penalties for rebating. One of
the clauses of the Hepburn bill rends:

Provided, that mnothing contained In
this act shall affect any prosecullon or
other procvedingn, criminel or other-
wise, hegun under any existing nnt‘{
hereliy amended, hut such prosecution or

other proceeding, criminal, shall proceed
as If this act bad not been passed

The contention of the defendants Is
that this act provided for proseention
of only such cases as had been com-
menced under the Elkins law before
the adoption of the Hapburn law. The
prosecutions of the Standard Ol and
the Great Northern were [ustituted
after the Hepburn bill had become a
Jlaw, but grew out of offenses pre-
viously cominitted and were, there-
fore, commenced under the Elkins
law. The guestion, while a little hagy
to laymen, ls cleariy one demanding
judlcial Interprétation. The delend-
ants hold that It was the iotent of
congress Lo have no other cases com-
menced under the Elkns law, but
merely to allow time for the comple
tion of cases already instituted. :
