Following A
Alnner In New York on' Novembar 30 he
nuffersd an acvta altack of Indigestion,
which, according to his physician, Fave
Indications of hearl trouble. Shortly bafore

Christmas he aftended a dinner of the

Borfore hin Limd recoversd from the offecls
of him first nttack Mr. Bmith conirndted
the grip. whioh ‘sggravated his heart trou-
ble. Onm weak ago ba was ordered to
Allantic Clty to recuoperate. Ho was ne-
sompanied by Mra 8mith, and when he
refurned to his lhome here on Saturday

he uppeared to be bright and cheer-
ful, fexcept that he felt somewhnt fatigued
by b4 journey, 9

Mra. Smith attended church this morning
and on her return to the houss Mr. Bmith
Was found dead, lying across the bed, He
wan partly clothed and had apparently
bBeer siricken while on his way to the bath
room and thrown Lifmesif on the bed.

Skeick of His Life.

Mr. Bmith was born in Mansficld, Conn.,
on February 18, 1812, ‘He recolved hin early
educatipn at Albany,' N. Y, ncademy and
subssfuently gradusted from [njon  col-
lage. During the period when troops were
being organised at Albany o 1881 Mr. Bmith
Waa dppointed miftary secvetary by Geon-
ernl John ¥F. Rathbone, Later he was
made Judge wdvoente goners! with the rank
of general. Bubsequently he was attached
to the office of ndjutant gensral of the
stmte of New York until Horatio S8eymour
becanie governor, He resigned and for a
Ume wus a leacher In the Albany academy,
A pluce which he left to accept an odle
terial position on the Albany Flxpress,

| cause of economie reform has been In no wise
abnted by the panlec which he and his kind &4
a0 much to bring on, In out with an answer to
Presidnent Moffett, of jhe Standard Ol Com-
pany of Indiana. The publication of this answer.
It 1= officlally glven out, was (elayed neveral
weeks “'for business roasons,” because It was not
deemed advisable to further excite the public mind,
which was profoundly disturbed by the crigis. Now
that the storm clouds have rolled by, however, the
Commissioner rushes agaln into the frav.

Our readers remember that the chief points in
the defance of the Btandard Ol Company, aa pre-
sented by Presldent Mofrett, were, (1) that the
rate of wix cents on ofl from Whiting to East St.
Louls had been Issued to the Standard Ol Company
a8 the lawful rate by employes of the Alton, (2)
that the 18-cent rate on flle with the Interstate
Commerce Commisglon was a clags and not a com-
modity rate, never belng Intended to apply to ofl,
(3) that oll was shipped in large quantities be-
tween Whiting snd East S5t. Louis over the Chlcago
and Eastern Illinols at six and one-fourth cents
per hundred pounds, which has been flled with the
Interstate Commerce Commission as the lawful rate,
and (4) that the 18-cent rate_on oll was entirely
out of proportion to lawful rates on other commod-
itleg between these points of a similar character,
and of greater value, such, for example, as linseed
ofl, the lawful rate on which was elght cents,
Presldent Moffett also stated that thousands of tons
of freight had been sent by other shippers beatwaen
these points nnder substantially the same conditions
as governed the shipments of the Standard Ol
Company. A

The defence of the Standard Oll Company was
widely quoted and has undoubtedly exerted a power-
ful Influence upon the public mind. Naturally the
Administration, which has staked the success of its
campalgn against the “trusts’” upon the result of
fts attack upon this company, endeavors to offsst
this influence, and hence the new dellverence
of Commissioner Smith. .

We need hardly to point out that his rebuttal
argnment ls extremely weak, although as wtrong,
no doubt as the clroumstances would warrant. He
answers the points made by Presldent Moffett sub-
stantially as follows: (1) The Standard Oll Com-
pany had a traffic department, and should have
known that the six-cent rate had not been filed, (2)
no answer, (3) the Chlcago and Eastern Illinois
TRie was a secrel rate because it read, not from
Whiting, but from Dolton, which is described as
“a village of about 1.600 population just outalde
of Chicago. Its only cialm to note i that it has
been for many years the polnt of origin for this
and similar secret rates.”” The Commissloner ad-
mits In describing this rate that there was a note
attached stating that the rate could also be used
from Whiting.

Whit-
Ing, where the oll freight origMhates, is not on the
lnes of the Chicago and Bastern Ilinols, which re-
Téives |ta Whiting frelght from the Belt Line at
Dalton. The former practice. now discontinned, In
flllng tariffs was to make them read from a point
on the line of the fillng road, and It was also gen-
eral to state on the same sheet, that the tariff
would apply to other points, e. g., Whiting, The
Chicago and Eastern Illinols followed this practice
in flling Ite rate from Dolton, and making n note
on the sheet that it applied to Whiting, This wan
in 1885 when this method of flling thriffs was in
common use,

Now let us see in what way the intending shipper
of oll could be misled and decelved by the fact that
the Chicago and Eastern Illinois had not flled a
rate reading from Whiting, Commissioner Smith
contends that "concealment is the only motive for
such a circultous arrangement,” |. e, that this
method of filing the rate was Intended to misjead
competitors of the Standard Oll Company. Buppose
such a prospective oll refiner had applied to the
Interstale Commerce Commission for the rate from
Chilcago to East St. Louils over the Chicago and
Eastern Illinois, he would have been informed that
the only rate fited with the commission by this
company war 63§ cents from Dolton, and he would
have been further informed, If {ndeed he did vot
know this already, that this rate applied through-
out Chicago territory. So that whether he wished
o locate his plant at Whiting, or anywhere else
about Chicago, under an arrangement of long stand-

ing, and which applles to all the Indusirial towns
in the nelghborhood of Chlcago, he could have his
frelght delivered over the Belt Line to the Chlcago
and Eeastern lilinois at Dolton and transported to
East 8t. Lonls at a rate pf 6% cents. Where then
l# the concealment which the Commissioner of
Any rate from
Dolton on the Eastern lllinois or Chappell on the
Alten, or Harvey on the Illinois Central, or Blue
Island on the Roeck Island, applies throughout
Chicago territory to shipments from Whiting, as
to shipments from any other point in the district.
So far from the Bastearn Illinois fillng its rate from
Dolton In order to “decelve the shipper, It Is the
Commissioner of Corporations who elther betravs
his gross lgnorance of transportation customs In
Chicago territory or relies on the publle ignorance
of thesa customs to deceive the publie too apt to
accept unquestioningly every statement made by a
Government offlclal as necessarily true, although,
as In the present instance, a careful examination
shows these statements to be false.

The final point made by President Moffett that
other commoditles of a character similar to oll
were carrfed at much lower rates than 18 cents,
the Commissioner of Corporadons discusses only
with the remark that “the ‘reasonableness’ of this

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rate ls not In question. The question .Js shether
this rate constituted a disgrimination as agalnst
othar shippers of ofl,” and he alse makes much of
the failure of President Moffeit to produce hefors
the grand jury evidence of the alleged illegal acts
of which the Standard Ol officials sald that other
large shippers in the territory had been muillty.
Consldering the fact that these shippers include
the packers and elevator men of Chicago the action
of the grand jury in ng upon Prestdent Mof-
fott to furnish evidemee of their wrong-dolng may
be interpréted as a demand for an elaboration of
the obvious; but the fact that a rate-book con-
talning theses freight rates for ether shippors vo‘
offered In evidence during the trial and ruled o
by Judge Landls was kept out of sight. President
Moftett would not, of courss, accept the invita-
tion of the grand jury although he might have
been pardoned if he had referred them to various °
official investigations by the Interstate Commerce
Commission and other departments of the Govern- .
ment.

We come back. therefore, to the concluslon of
the whole matter, which is that the Standard O1l
Company of Indiana was fined an amount egusl te
seven or elght times the valua of [ts entire property.
because (ts traffic department did not Verify the
statement of the Alton rate clerk, that the six-cent
commodity rate on oll had been properly flled with
the Interstate Commerce Commisslon. There Ia
no evidence, none was Introduced at the trial, that
any shipper of oil from Chleago ter ¥ hgd been
Interferred with by the elghteen-cent rata nor that
the fallure of the Alton to file its siz-cent rate
had resulted in any discrimination against sany in-
dependent shipper,—we must take this on the word
of the CommIissloner of Corporations and of Judge
Landis. Nefther is It denled even by Mr. Smith
that the “‘Independent” ghipper of oil, whom he
pictures as being driven out of business by this die-
crimination of the Alton, could have shipped all
the oll he desired Lo ship from Whiting via Dolton
over the lnes of the Chicago and Eastern Illinols
to Hast 8t Louls. In short, President Moffett's
dafense Is still good, and we predict will be so de-
clared by the higher court.

The Btandard Oll Company has been charged
with all manper of crimes and misdemeanors. He-
ginning with the famous Rice of Marletta, passing
down to the apostle of popular libertles, Henry
Demarset Lloyd, with his Wealth Against the Com,
monwealth, descending by easy stages to Miss Tar-
bell's offensive personalities, we finally reach the
nether depths of unfair and baseless misrepresonta-
tion In the report of the Commissioner of Corpora-
tions. The Standard has been charged with every
form of commercial piracy and with most of the
crimes on the corporation calandar. After long
years of strenuous attack, under the leadership
of the Presldent of the Unfted Stafes, the corpora-
tion Is at last dragged to the bar of justice to
answer to its misdoings. The whole strength of the
Government fis directed against it, and at last, we
are told, the Standard Ofl Company 18 to pay the
penal ty of its erimes, and it is finally convicted of
having failed to verify the statement of a rate clark
and Ia forthwith fined a prodiglous suin, measabed
by the car. Under the old criminal law, the theft
of propeérty worth more than a shilling was punish-
able by death, Under the interpretation of the
Interstate Commerce law by Theodors Roosevelt
and Judge Kenesaw Landis, a technical error of a
traffic official is made the excuse for the confisca-
tion of a vast amount of property.—Ady,

Wept In His Strength.

Bome weep becauss
they are worn out and thers fs & giving
away of the forces of restraint, but Paul
wopt In the midst of hls most earmest work.,
Ho seemed to have & frame of wonderful
endurance, Bome weep because they am
Intensely emotional and are
eanlly affected by a book or play.

‘But FPaul was not an effeminate senti-
mentallst, bul was n man of staltvart
character, The tears were the Index of
great moral carnestness, for e had a clear
vielon of the conssquences of sin and the
errors of mankind, He saw how sin per-
vertsa the human character into a coward.
God made man for high ldeals, but wsin
comes In and brings (allure to their lives.
Paul saw this and his soul was dumb-
founded, for he reallzed early the awful-
neas of sin. We must have a just approecia-
tion of our relationshlp o others—love for
humanity—to make life worth living.

“If we nre o have a heart In sympathy
with those in need It must be In touch
with the apirit and love of Jesus Christ.
Paul wept bhecfiuse Jesus weptl. There s
great occasion In this world for moral
enrnesiness. T belleve In u religlon of
gladness and joy, but let us also belleve In
a roligion of tears.

Tmagine the Lord Jesus Christ, a ‘divine
tramp.” as one has not irreverenUy called
Him, jJourneying afoet through the land.

He passes through Omaha. &s he passed
through the towns and cities of Decapolin,
With Hia eyes open to overy detall of His
environments, with a mind that nothing
eacapes, with a penetration that discovera
Ahe (Inmost heart of man, so that no thoughy
or tive can be wo secret but- what it s
as open to Him as the noonday sun is to
a man that can see¢, what sort of an Im-
presasion would Omaha make upon Him?

“I have no sympathy with any attempt
to make Omaha the chiefesl among the sin-
ners of the land, nor with what has beon
termed ‘blackwashing’ the city. But 1
would like to make things as vivid as pos-
sibls and because we of Omaha &re not
responsible for the sins of Des Molnes or
Lincaln or Kansas City, though they may
be far worse than we, but for our own, I
would likes to give "imagination a little
Intitude.

"The people He would meal on our streets
would be His first intlerests, He would
moot and mingle with the careworn, sor-
row-lnden, sinning crowd. He would, as
aof old, look upon them with compasaion, as
sheep without a shepherd. Flis heart would
molt with love and His eyes would run
with tears, a8 once they did at a similar
spectacie. Bul suppose that He wshould
meat you, suppose His eves sbould search
vou out from all the crowd, suppose that
His marvelous power of penetration should
strip off all your disgulses, what would
He digcover? Would you be obliged to
hide your face? Would you be dumb with

chagrin at what He would bring forth?
Or would He discover in you one of His
own?

“What would He think of the business
of Omaha?
magnificent bulldings. He could not fall
to ses compaclt organization. He would
recognize commercial machinery of the
monst approved twantieth century pattern.
But what would He think of the aspirit
underneath It all? Could Jesus Christ be
invited to the banquets and club gather-
inga—all of them--that are held In the
interests of business? Could He approve
of all the plans that are entartained for
the gathering of the dollar? Would He be
salisfled that enly the highest, pursst mo-
tives underiny nll that was done, and
would 1o feel that all our -business men
were making the most out of thelr Im-
mortal lives that can be made? 1 do not
mean that there are not many who wouid
pass succsssfully such an examination as
he would make, There are such men.

“What would He think of the social life
of our city? HMe would flscover chivalrous
men and falr women, He would find mod-
ern oulture and refinement. But would
He al the same time find that In the maln
the llves of these men and women of
fashion wera unselfish lives, consecrated
to tha love of God and the service of
men? Wonld He be satisfied to own them
unehanged?

“It s weéll ta put such questions as
theas to ourselves, for often they serve to
show wus how inconsistent wea becoms
through custom and Indifference. And,
morsover, God s présent with us day by
day, and He ir welghing us in Just this
way. In . very real, though not a final
ponsa, every duy W & Judgment day."
