to congress. Prices hardened Immediately
after the circulation of the primed reports

tne message, out it was ouvtous that
this wan a profeaaiunal movement on thepart of those who had sold stocks venter-ds- y

on the supposed direction tsken by
the document and were seeking the oc
casion of Its publication to get their slocks
Darg again.

The late afternoon presented an appear-
ance of almost complete stagnation In the
market. Operatlnna In a few special stock
were without influence on the general mar-
ket and some of tha most Influential stocks
In the list moved In contrary directions.Illustrating the entire laVk of any con-
sistent trend to tho movement. In one
case this wa due to the transfer of a
considerable sjieculallve account from onu
stock to another by selling the one and
rebuylng the other, sales of Pennsylvania
being made agalnat purchaaes of Reading.
The coalera aa a group were aomeahat
depreaaed by the lecemler net earning
reports of the Central Bailrnnd of New
Jersey and the Delaware c Hudson, Indi
cating the power of that group In com
mon with the general railroad system of
the country. There waa an attempt to
arouse Interest In the United States Hieel
stocks and to connect a rise In their (.ncea
wnn tne consultations among leaders In
the steel business which were In progress
In tills city yesterday. lrellmlnry esti-
mates of the week's currency movement
Indicated another large addition to cashholdings of the New York clearing house
oanas. although the flow of funds from
the Interior appears to be on a much
diminished scale from that of last week
and the week before. The end of the
month requirements coming together with
the usual special demand of a Friday at
the stock exchange to carry over loans
until ths folowlng Monday had a probable
effect on the ease of ths call money mar-
ket.

There seems to be a feeling that thewillingness of the prominent clearing house
banka to see these weaker members droo
out without further extraordinary means
to tide them over, argues a confidence In
exemption from harm that Is In Itself astrength.
