The cross currenils run so strong In Har-
vard atbleties that it ia not hard If one is
in the lesst ambitious to trace o roason
for the Inck of success of the teama thers,
Taking It &ll In 8ll, & survey of Harvard
wport seems to show that tho successful
teams there are chilefly in the minor aporis.
Foot ball nt Harvard, meascred by the line
of wvictory, has been suecessiul only once
in seven wmeasons, the most recent vielory
having heen in 1901, Tha crew won al
New London in 1008, bafora that in 1860, be-
fore that in 1801, and beforsa that in 1586,
thus four thnes In twenty-three races, Not
since 1902 has the Harvard track team,
once the moet important of them rll, won
the Intercollegiate champlonship. The dusl
meetn with Yale have been about the best
of Harvard's performmances on the track,
In base ball Harvard's success has been
about as uncertnin. However, in hookey
and twwn tennis and 4n golt Harvard has
been somnthing of & leader,

Hurvard men.themuolves are the first to
renent stalmnents that thelr lack of con
sistont stocess in athletics is because they
do not attract the schoolbey etars or that

there Is not enough men who take an in-
terest. In sport.  They belleve and they
know that Haoarvard s served with (s

fulr poportion of good men in the schools,
and It & perhapa o matter of Almost uni-
jvergnl Roowledge that Harvard regulntly
attracls more candidites for kny one of its
tonms than any other institution of learn-
ing.
