LINCOLN, Feb, {—(Special Tolegram.)—
Formal protest was filed by W. A. Myera
of Alma before the Biate Rallrosd com-
miaslon Tuesday ngainst the telegraph com-
fpahles opersting (n Neobraska maling re-
fuced or “presa rates” to the newspapers
when citizens are compelled to pay the
Tull rate.

In his communication 1o the rallroad
commisrion Mr. Myers says that he bases
his protest on the ruling recently made by
the commission, making It unlawful for the
DB#l Teleptione company to furniah tele.
phons service to the Burllngton rllroad at
reduoed rates, or enter Into any contragt
with the ‘ralleosd " people to install tele-
phones in the state on other terms than
mades to the general publle,

Whether Mr. Myers I8 acting for the
raliroad company or not Is a matter of
conjecture at the oapital, but he Insists
thet lin Intends to push the case agninst
the telegraph: companies and newspapers
on the ground that i the rallrond com-
mission can lssue such an order to a tele-
phoie compuny It has the same power to
stop the discrimination between citizens of
Nebraska and the privileged newspapers of
the state,

Sult Alleged Inefective,

The expreas companies agseinat which the
rallrond ocommission brought =it some |

The compa-
njes allege that the law does not work
agninat them, Inasmuch as the Bibley law
did not go Into effect untll July 6 K7,
while the attorney general brought the
sult to enforce Lhe law prlor Lo the time It
ment into offecl. The express companles
hold that thelr rates wero legully estab-
lished at the tinho the suit was brought
and that the present sult could not pos-
mibly effect them, owling to the time of
tiling, before the Sibley law was a law,
