two years has beeh chief of the bureau
over which Mr. Hitohoock presides. Dr.
Grandfield has beén  actively “dentified
the postal serviee for wboul twenty
years and |8 widely kmown and highiy

personally and officlally.

BORDEATUX, France, Ieb, 7.—Ex-Pre-
mier Franco and his family loft tha

Houth BExpress here today and took up
thelr quarters at a hotsl near the raliroad
station, where, It In sald, they will remain
until tomorrow,

HENDAY, France, Feb. 7.—Thes Sotih
HExpress passed through here this morning.
Ex-Premler Franco did not leave the traln
at the frontier, but continned an to Bore
deaux.

The train waa guarded by Spanish soldiers
as far as the frontier. The representative
of the Amsocisted Press tiraveled with
Benhor Franeo an far an Henday and on
the way Franco finally conssnted to disouss
the portentous cvents of Baturday.

“The tragedy was a sad blow for me. '
he said, I have been struck to the heart.
Yeot, in spite of everything. 1 hopae to mses
my country recover. I have confidence In
the future of Portvgal and In the monarchy
which har besn so cruelly teiod. When 1
offered my resignation [ tald Queen Amells
that all monarchical parties had rallled
uround the throne and that my friends
would give the ministry the most loval and
the most complete mupporl

“I wish henceforth to live in peace, far
from the polities I have abandoned fors
lﬂar.

I "1 belleve that time will bring a true
and falr judgment of my conduct and with
this 1 eontent mysei.*

Senbor Franco donied with indignation
the public statements that Queen Amella
hone accused him of being morally respon-
sible for the assmssinntion of the king.

Franco Departs from Madeid,

MADRID. Feh 7.—-Ex-Premier Franoo
and the members of his party, who left
here lamt evening on the "South Expross,”
bought tickets only to the frontier. Whera

“Portugal was in & state of demort!isa-
tion,” said the wpokesmar for Benhor
Franco. “and every excess of Hborty today,
while having an apparent effect on tran-
quility, will in reallly only add to the
violent passions of thg poople. which later
will oxplodis avith wrenter violpnese,
Murder Act of Madmen.
“Senbor Franco does not belleve that
the murders of the king and crown prince
repulted from an elaborate political plot;
they wore tho acts of madmen instigated
by & pamlon for the money they recolved
for thelr erimo. The best proof of this Is
found in the fact that after the assassina-
tions, when the monarchy was passihg
through its critieal period and the nation
was withoul a government, no sorious ate
tempt was made to proclalm a republic.
“Benhor Franco is now leaving Portugal,

but he does not take this step bhecsuse lie

(Is uying to forget his acts and policles,
but because he desires to avold the oee
canlon for further polltieal disturbance
which would only inflame the passions of
the people.”

LIBBON, Feb, .—~The body of King Car-
los was placed In its coffin yestorday,
after which the queen mother, Marin Pia,
Queen Amelle, his wife, and Manuel, his
san, wers admitted to view the remalna
There was then a painful and heartronding
sceno, for the two queens broke down and
wept. Maria Fla had boen kneeling bealde
the body In & prayer. Buddeniy she grasped

the dead man's hands in bors and kissed
thom repeatediy, Tor Pace was mreaming
with tears. Friends were obliged to re-

move her gently, When the wife and son
of the dead monarch was admitied o the
mortuary chamber they knelt In prayer,
tonrs flowing from thelr eyes and their
voleea choked with emaotioh,

It was midnight when the body, In its
coffin, was solemnly transported to the
royal chapel, All the doctors and high
afficials of the palace wers In attendance.
The hesd priest sttached to the palace led
the procesalon, carrying tn his hands the
palace cross. He was followed by n group
of *courtlern and other officials. Behina
the coffin marched the duke of Oporto, (hae
king's hrother, and Vice Admiral Capells,
the latter bearing the king's plumed hel-
met and saword. The troops presented arms
As the cortege passed,

ders. On his fingers was & rosary, tha
beads belng black pearm, As the proces-
rion moved slowly priesis reefted the pray-
