Von Velthelm will elalm that he was em-
ployed by Bamey Barnatno on & seoret
political misslon at a salury of 35000 per
month and *unlimited expenses, and that
his demand on Bolly Joel for $50,000 fs not
binckmall, but & business request for
money properly due to him. Von Velthelm
will almo charge Jobl with prossouting him
in revenge for the death of his brother,
with sending Von Velthelm an Infernal ma-
chine which almoat killed him and with
cauning tife burning to the ground of the
hotel In which Von Velthelm lay helplessly
slek,

The Joel batteriea will hurl many more
noousations against the soldier of fortune
than the one charge of blackmall, In Bolly
Jool's affidavit, on which the Parislan ex-
tradition wan secured, he charges Von Vel-
thelm with belng among other things a
murderer, bigimist and deserter.
