“To have spent one's youth st collogs
snd be unable fc seant human exeellence
unless labeled “or ticketad I8 a shipwreck
of the higher sducation” declarss Prof,
E. J. Jamea of the Iliinols university, au-
thor of “Pragmatism,” in ihe February
MeClure's, . He continues:

“The narrowest trade or professional
tratning does somothing more for a4 man
than to make a skillful, practical tool of
him—it him aleo a judge of other
men's skill. Whether his trade be plead-
ing at the bar or surgery or plastering
or plumbing, It devel a oritieal sense
in him for that sort of occupation: . . .
and getiing to know this in his own line,
he gots a faint senmse of what good work
mAy mean anyhow, Bound work, olean
work, fininhed work; fesbla work, wslack
work, sham work—the#e worda éXprosa
an . ldentical contrast In many different
departments of actlvity. In so far forin,
then, even the humblest manual (rade
may begol dn ope & certaln amall degrec
of power Lo judge of good work gen-
ernlly.

“Now, what is supposed to be the line
of us who hava the higher college train-
ing? 1Is there any brfoader lne—sinte
our education claims primarily not to
be ‘narrow’—in which we also ara made
good Judges bétwWeen what fs first-rate
and what s sbeond-rate only? What s
especinlly taught in the colleges haa long
been known by the name of the ‘humani-
ten' , . . You are made Into &n
efficient Instrument for doing a definite
thing, you hear, Kt the schools; but, apart

from fhal, ydu may remain a crude asd
™ Kl of poetroleum, incapable of
diffusing HghL The universities and

colleges, on the other hand, although they
may leave you less efficient for this or
that practical task, suffuse your whole
mentality with something more important
than skill, They redesm you, maks you
woll-bred; they make ‘Sood company' of
you mentuily. If they find you with a
naturally boorish or caddish mind, they
cannot leave you so, as a technical school

may leave you"

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®ils In aotusl cash or its equivalest, Fur
instance, Ih the total only BNO0M of the
W08 for the pew sclence laboratories
Ia inclodled becsuse only (hat much has
notunlly beens pald Into the treasury.

Through the cemmittes of fifty gradustos,
LM was ccntributed toward running ex-
penses of (he university, but the contribu-
tions @14 not pemch & sum auffiddent to
mest the deficil In the genernl funds.

It is estimated,
tha defieit for the carrent year will be
NG00, While the last year was one of
unuspal matertal advancoment, funds avall-
abls for general purposes atiil remalned
Insdequite, because noarly all of the new

A Model Behool,

The school for observation and practies,
a part of the public school system of Phila-
delphia, i» a rare and unigque educational
Institution. Tt is designed to give Lo young
women who are stdying to be teachers
actual practice in teaching, and the chance
to observe how puplls behave under such
sirain. This s done by having the young
woman pressnt in Lthe clapsroom to wit-
ness such tonching as conducted by an ex-
pertenced instruotoer, and almo by having
her actually do some of the teaching her-
nelf. This sehool becomes naturally a part
of the Philadeiphia Normal school at Thir-
teenth and Bpring Garden stroets, where it
is held. It was started about 1878 in what
was then the high and normal school, at
Sevonteenth and Spring Garden  streots,
and when ths normal school was organs
iwed am n separate school at Its present
location It went there

The children now going to this school
number 685, of which only 18 are boys,
on the modsl principle, doublless, of
“lndles first,"” even when (hey Are only
prospeciive Indles. These children come
not necemsarfly from the distriet In which
the school happens to be located, but from
all over the city, and any ohild can go
who can gel in.

It thera happens to be a vacaney the
child who knows about It sofm enovgh to
ank fdr it firat may have it; but thers is
no walting list, becauss anyone applying
ane year would not whnt the same place
the next year or later, when the name
might be reached on the list, SBuch is the
reputation of the school, Indeed, that many
who wers on the walting list would be old
men and women before 1L was reached,
Any child who begins in the kindergarten
goes through the .entire elght grades, so
the only sure way to get In (s to begin at
the bottom. All who do get In except by
this beginning have to #tand an examinna-
tion, whether they are transferred from
other schoola or not ¥

Sochool Hygiene,

Buperintendent Maxwell of the public
schools of greater New ' York, wstrongly
urges the ereation of a hedlth department
In connection with the sohobl. and his
recommendations have been favorably re-
celved. “The conditions of modern oliy
life and of modern sehool life,” he mays,
‘tend to produce physical defects and Jis-
ease In children, which, unless remedied
at the start, retard their progress in
nchool and diminish their usafulness and
happiness In after life.

“The conditlons of mgdern city life
which tend to produce physical defects in
children are: Lack of exerclse, city chii-
Aren seldom having to walle more thin two
or thres biocka to school, and having lit-
tle work to perform about the home (hat
would develop the muscles and ‘breathing
capacily; crowding. In poorly lighted and
poorly ventliated apartments, which re-
sults in varlous forma of tuberculonis; lack
of space for free play; Inck of Interesting
occupation outalde of schogl hpurs; exces-
slve nolee (New York In its crowded paris
lnlag probably the nolslest elty on the
Blobe): "Ingk of sufficient slpep, owing, to
noled HRd :
wise foeding, tea or coffes and bread be-
ing the principal articles of dlet in the
lammajnt. house; uncleanly bits of per-
soh, owlhg (6 lack of bathing Jacilities and
to lack of knowledge of the meed of soap
and water,

“Thése conditions tend 1o produce va-
rious forma oOf nervousness, lowered vi-
tality, défective eyesight, defeclive teeth,
ahd probably thess: growths In the nose

drive the ohild into reckless mischlef and |

“Though the school 1s doing what It may
with ta present resources—by physical
tralning. by games, by athletic mports, by
the maintenance of recreation centors—io
neutralise the evil effects of urban life
uppn children; yet these resources are in-
adequate because they do little or nothing
for those chlidren who are suffering from
some physieal defeet.

“They are admirgble and necessiry for
those children .who ove naturally healthy
and vigorous; but what a farce it s to
urge the boy who Iy weak through the
insufficlency or unfitnesa of his food, or

who cannot breathe pybperly bega of
J’ throat, mu:s In

adenoid growths |n
for relay racing’br ‘troms-country running!
“The conclusion is Inevitable; the urban
school can do but MNttle for 'the child suf-
fering from physieal defeots or weaknoss
engendered by modern city life until the
defects are removed or the wedkness
strengthened; therefore it resources ahould
be augmented by the establlshment of a
deparument of schonl hygiens.'
