WASBHINGTON, Feb, 18—The (act that
the Department of Justice has mnde all
preparations to begin a suit to enforce the
tarms of government land granis Iin the
winte of Oregdn was brought out In the
sonate today when Benator Fulton of the
caommittea on Judiclary, reportéd a resolu-
tion authorizing the department to bring
such sults and asked for its immediate
adoption. Bapalor Heyburn assorted that
hundreds of milllons of doilars would be
found to be In volved if the proceedings
wers made gefieral

The resolution was geperallly discussed
by senators, the only metion urged aguinst

it being basod on the idea that the attorney™

general was now sempowared by law to do
all that was gought by the resolution. Dur-
Ing the discussion of the resolution, Bena-
tor Fulton announeced that the department
wan ready to procesd and mersly wanted
the authority of congress to mecl any
possible quastion that may be ral:e) aga nug
the legality of the procecdings

The resolution alio appiles to the grant
made to ald In the eonstruction of a tele-
graph line from Portland to Ontario snd
McMinnville, Ore., under the act of May
4, 18W. The resolution suthorizes the at-
torney general W0 ascertain and enforoe all
the rights exl in favor of the United
Btatos If It appoars that the lands are for-
felted to the United Btates by the viole-
tion of the conditions of thess acte,

Benator Fulton sald there was no Ques:
tion but that the roads had violated the
tarma of thess grants as the violation had
heen admitted before the subcommitiee of
the committes on judiclary.

Land Withheld from Seottlers,

Mr, THiman explained that he bhad intro-
duced the original resolutions in view of
what he had learned while on a vislt to the
Pacific coast. He was satisfied that ral)-

roads are withholdl from meltioment
lands worth milllons dollars,
The rand necessity of passing

such a resolution was questioned by Mr,
Foruker,

Vielent Sterm In Chicago.

CHICAGO, Feb. 15~The most violent
storm that has wvisited Chicago In many
yoars commenced at 7 o'clock this morning
and tonlght s raging with Increasing vio-
lence and there Is no prospect of a lessen-
ing of Its violence before morning.

Hy 4 @'clock this afternoon seven inches
of snow had fallen and it was still coming
down heavily, The wind at frequent in-
tervals blew with a velocity of finy miles
an hour, and it hurled the snow through
the streets In such blinding clouds that it
waa Impossible to see for a greater dis-
tance than a half square and often the
range of vimlon would be lmited to & fow
feel. A great number of accidents of a
minor character were caused by the col-
lislons between wagons and street cars. Up
to & o'clock tonight no serious casualties

been reported, although guite a num-
of people had been Injured by wagons
and by falls on the pavement.

At 6 o'clock when Lhe home-going crowd
was at its thickest, the wind was blowing
so heavily and the snow was [alling In
such blinding ahests that it was positively

VALPARAIBO, Feb. 15.—The dolnga on
the coast of Chile of the Japanese stommer
Kasato Maru in view of the proximity
of the Amarican battleship flaet, attracted
consl@eérable atténtion here. The Kasato
Maru left Iquique on January 23, and
steamed out o sea. Nothing was heurd
from It until two days ago, when It ar-
rived at Tooopllila, & small maritime town
In Antofagnstn provites, 140 miles distant
from lquique, The fact that the vesae!
spent twenty-four days between thess two
ports leads to the suspicion’in some quar-
tars that it has been observing the progress
of the American fleet or studying the
Chilean coast in the vieinity of Tocopilla.

ASSASSINATION STORY FALSE

Rumor King Alfonse Was illed
Arose from Bomb Throwing
at Madrid.

MADRID, Feb. 18~There In no truth in
the report current In Paris last night that
King Alfonso had been assassinated. The
rumor was probably an outgrowth of the
bomb explosions at Barcelona yesterday,
which now appears Lo have been the work
of anarchists. In sddition to the killing of
one woman and dangerously wounding an-
other and & chlld the explosions caused
much damage to bLuildings. The precise
object of the outrages has not been made
clear, but It s Interesting to note that
the factlons of the poarilamentary opposi-
tlon recently united In o request to the
government Lo restore (he constitutional
guarantees in Barcelona, declaring that the
normal conditions prevalled,

Detalln of Firet Speech.

Mr. Boutell sald that Mr. Cannon, then
80 yeara old, spoke on & bill reducing rates
ol postuge on books, for the carrying free
of newspapers within the counties of their
publication and for the extenalon of the
irasking privilege to public correspondence.

“He mnade a carefully prepared, logical
argument In support of the bill,"" sald Mr.
Boutell, “reinforving bis propositions by &
weill-ordered array of convincing figures.
It was a speech that could unly have been
made after hard work and thorough prep-
aration.'’ Several extracts from the speech
were read by Mr. Boutell, who spoke of
4 gibe by a membar directed at Mr. Can-
non that "the genlleman must have oals
in his poclet.” :

!;Gﬁt.rt Straas Presents Figures to
Preaident at Meeting of
