Council Passes the Ordinance With-
out a Dissenting Vote,

WALKER - OFFERS SETTLEMENT

Fireman Who Lost & Foot Willing te
Take Sevem FHandred Dollars
and Metnain a Posltion In
the Fire Depariment,

Councliman Fleming's ordinance provid-
Ing for s slight Increase in the salnries
of certaln municipal officers, which It was
generally supposed had beon carefully Inld
away In Innocuous demvetude, was - resur
rocted and passed by the elty couneil last
night without a daesenting vote. ‘The
measure Iincreases the salary of the mayor
from $00 per annum to $1.20, those of
the auditor and treasurer cach from $1L000
to 5L,30 and that of the deputy city clerk
from M0 to $L.000, The pay of tha chief
of the fire department ia ralesd from §6
to 00 a month. This year the mayor was
allowed §300 for clerical help, the oity clerk
wans allowed 3100 for a simllar purposs and
the treasurer and auditor were allowed
Jolntly a moderate amount for clerical as-
sintanoe.

City Solleitor Kimball Introduced the or-
dinance providing for the lastablishment
and regulation of a city slaughtor houss,
but the councilmen ware not prepared to
nct upon it, so It was referred to the com-
mittee of tho whole, which will meet on
Wednesday afternoon,

Councliman Younkerman, chalrman of
the fire and light committes, submitted
a resolution embodying the terms of a sot-
tiement with Fireman Ed Walker, who lost
a foot as the result of a runaway sccldent
while exercising one o fthe teams of No,
1 engine house, a few months ago. The
mottlement recommended, which was one
proponed by Fireman Walker, was pay-
ment of 70 cash and that Walker be re-
talned In the department, subject to all
ruies and regulations saving that of being
“"able bodled,” Councllmen Younkerman
and Maloney both spoke in support of the
proposed aettlement, but others of the
council doubted the liabllity of the ety
In the matter, although of the opinion
that some provision should be made for
the erippled flreman.

PFROFPOSAL FOR NEwW SCHOOL

Neow Bullding to Relieve Congestion
in Eastern Part of Clty.

The Board of Education last night de-
cided to submit at the coming school eloc-
tion & proposition to Jevy 320,000 for mohool
housa purposss to relleve the congested
condition existing In the eastern part of
the city and to procure a site for & new
school If found necessary, such slto to be
other tham the Claumsen property.

This action wan taken by the board after
It had been addressed by Prof. O. J. Mc-
Manus and Spercer Smith, a committes
from the Federation of Cily Improvement
clubs, Mr, McManus appeared boefore the
board with & petition that a $15.000 addition
to the Pleros strest achool be erected, and
both he and Mr. Smith spoke in opposition
to the purchase of the (Mausen property
by the board as a means of relieving the
congestlon at the Plerce street school and
In that section of the eolty. Member Hesa
spole mtrongly against bullding another
addition to the Plerce wireet school. IHe
Inaisted It was impracticable.

After the question had been discussed dl
length In all its phases, Mr., McManus
withdrew at the suggestion of hia ool-
league, Mr. Bmith. the petition for the
additlon 1o the Plerce strest school, and
As A compromise, the board resolved to
submit the proposition of a 2000 levy
at the school election. the undersianding
being that If it was found necessary, a
new school would be bullt Mariher east
than the Plerce streel achool,

The following amounts were estimated
as needed for running the schools for next
year: Teachors' fund, .000; contingent
fund, $9.000; interest fund, BR780. This es-
timnte 1s made mercly ns & suggestion to
the new board, which fixes the lavy.

The report of Treasurer Davie showed
that the contingent fund on February 4,
p Was overdrawn H.7I807, the total receipts
having been $36.280.88, and the disburse-
ments $45,000.43. The receipts in the teach-
ora' fund were $92,3%.77 and the balance on
hand was $852.30. Theé overdraft in the
school house fund was §10,%9,
