The Qn:n' held thin was error and that
the burden pever shifted from the state,
The cdurt holds an instruction which as-
sumed tha orlmes to bs murder in the sec-
ond degres s erronsous since it ls for the
Jury to determine froam all the evidence
the fjotent with which the shooting was
ddne. Cox whs formerly o well known
newapdpar man in Lincoln and at the time
of his death he was a publisher of & news.
paper al MingWfe! Kennlson was a hotel
koeper, The two quarrellsd and fought and
in the fight Cox was shot to death.

New 1 for Mall Comnty Man.

The supramae urt reverssd the oase of
Joseph Skidmora of 1{oit county, sentenced
to sarve five years for stealing nins hogw,
the: property of John Ferguson. It was
shown In thy avidenoe that he planned the
theft. The court holds that a party
charged ns a principal cannot ba convioted
upon svidence tending only to show that
he wns an accessory. Onme who advises
othars to commit larceny, but who s sev-
eral milea distant at the time of the com-
misslon of the offense and he takes no
part therein, but assists in the dlaposal of
the proceeds after the theft Is not a prin-
cipal, but ar acceasory.

Diteh Disgriot Legal.

The legality of. organization of the
Fam Land. Fyemont and Rallwsy drain-
agw In uphedd in the declslon of
the In the easp of the Btate, ex rel
Harris, ¢t al, appeliant, against James F.
Hansom et al. The district was organized
under the law of 1007, and in quo warranto
procesdings’ in' the distriot court It was
declded that the organisers had complied
with the law. This judgment s affirmed.

In the case of Georgs MoCurter against
the City of Lexington the supreme oourt
han decided that the kKeeper of a billlard
and pool hall may be compelled to pay an
oootipation tax and- also tn taks out a
Heense to conduct his business. MoCarter
had pald his getupation tax required by an
orfdinancs of 158 prior 10 the passage of
an ordinance In 198 requiring the owners
of pool halls and bowling alleys to apply
to the mayor and city eouncil for a llcense
to conduct the business, MeCufter obtained
a perpetusl Injunction asgninst the city
officers from prosecuting him for conduct-
ing his business without & license. The
Judgment of the lower aourt Is reversed.

That s0 convinoed ara we of
the efflecacy of this measure in restoring
confidence and starting the whaeels of com-
merce that we urgently request the gov-
ernor to reconvene the legislature In =pe-
cial seasion to enaoct the necessary law
Resolved, That we are in favoer of gov-
ernment guaraniee of pational bank de-
posits, and In the event of loss the gove
ernment to be relmbursed;, either out of a
fund accumulated by an annual tax on
all banks anrnponlﬁn to depasits, shown
by designat miatements, or If that fund
should tle up tob much money, then by
assensment levied on all at time of failure
and based on deposits shown.
