Itving expenses away from home. When
their earnings are $184 per month their ex-
pense of lving away from home is about
16 per cent, while at the present reduced
rate of $0—which hds to be met by hun-
dreds—unfler prowenit conditiona that ex-
pensa will ipcrease into at least 2 per
cent of earnings, because they ave held
away from tha home terminal antll there
I a fhll tonnage trailn to bo handled, mak- |
ing a total automatic reduction already Iui
wiages of fram 90 to 70 per cenl. |

Democrats of Kansas Endorse Ne-
braskan for Presidency.

MANY AT HUTCHINSON MEETING

Effort Made to Avomse Lethargy Kz
Iating Among Hourbons of San-
flower State—HMHarrin for
Senntor.

HUTCHINSOK, Ran, Feh fL—Kansas
democrats in stata convention thia morning
unanimously adoplied a resolution inwtruct.
ing all delegnies to tha Denver conyentlon,
both stals and congressional, "to oast a
solid vote for the nomination of Willlam

J. Bryan for president of the United
States.'*
A mreat demonsiration lasting several

minutes attended the adoption of the reso-
utlon.

Lruring tha morning the saven congres-
atonal districis held ecaupuses and named
Aclegates and altermates to the nationnl
sonvention. The sinls bunvention will e
feot (1R deicgaies at the aftermoon #ession,

lwhen a platform ales will ba adopted.

Former Senator Harrie was soncommitial
when asked regarding his pessible candis
dacy for United Btates sonator.

The conventton was held !n. the Homa
opern houssa, which was ecrowded to Its
enpacity. This s the most Iargely at-
tended democratic convention in Kansas in
years. W, H. Ryan, chalrman of the stats
central commities, In ealllng the convens
tion to order deciared that Kansus has a
united democracy that had cast 1300000
votes at the last election and sald If the
eloction were held now there would bs 60,
00} votes added to this. ¥e referred to
what he termed the “rohber tariff” and
this remark elicited mueh applause,

No Long Faces Iin Polltios.

Mr. Ryan introduced Gramt Harrington
as temporary chalrman. Mr. Harrington
in his apeech aald:

“You ean't win by sitiing around with
long fades and saying, ‘We can't win.'
Why, If we had thought we could have won
at tha last elestion we would have elacted
Colona! Harria governor by 20,00 majority.”

Al thea mention of the name of former
Benator Harris, whose friends are hooming
him for re-election to the senate, there was
much applause. But the greatest demon-
stration cames when Mr. Harrington men-
tloned the name of Willinm J. Bryan,

"“We want to broaden out," he sald, “If
A& man comes up to vote if It s for Bryan it
mnakea no difference what his grondfather
was or what his former politionl affilita-
tion have been lets welcome Lim.'

A demonstration lasting several minutes
ensued during which the name of the Ne-
braskan was cheered to the echo, Thin
wan renewed a few minutes later when
resolutions binding the convention to In-
struct its delegnties to Denver to vote for
the nomination of Mr. Bryan for president
wora read.

A witness teatified that at the muss meet-

speaker had inclied the men by declaring
“It is botter 1o be In jull where you get
plenily to eat than to be out of work and
hingry.”

Voltalrine de¢ Clore, the anarchist, and
others addressed the meoting. She stoad-
fastly disclalmed any rosponsibliity for the
|march and the disorder which followed.
Bhe said her speech wim made In Bnglish
{and that half of the audlence did mot un-
dorstand her. #he sald she was not afrald
of the police and they knew whers to find
her, During the march toward the city
hall & number of red flags were earried.

The Central Textlle union at a mesting
lawt night decided to march In parade to
the oity hall in the near future and appeal
te Mayor Reyburn for wid In obtalning
work for ita unemployed members. A roso.
lution to that effect was passed before It
was genorilly known that disorder hnd oc-
curred In Broad sireel ecarller in the even-
ing.

TWO TUBES JOIN TOGETHER

First of Pennsylvanin Tannels Meet
In Water Under the Hade
son River, |

NEW YORK, Feb. 21—The first of the
Brosnt systemas of tunnels and subways by
which the Ponnsylvania rallroad will ba
enonbled to run a traln from Philadelphin
under Lthe Hudson river across Manhattan
fsland and under the East river to Tong
Island City, was completed today. ‘Tho
two ends of one of the four tubes con-
nocting Manhattan lsland with Long Is-
land City were brought together under the
bed of the middie of the Fast river off
Thirty-fourth street before noon, and the
steel rings composing the shell of the tube
were for the flirst thne bolted In one cons
tnuous string from slore to shorve,

This tube waa begun In August, 196, and
In 4000 feot In length. Two other tubes
will be completed within a few days and
the fourth will be finished within three
months, according to an announcement by
the eompany. The bempletion of the first
tuntiel was celebrated In Long Island Cliy
by a display of (iags about the works of
the compuny. Workmen who were digging
the tunnel from the Long Island Clty side
first broke through !ote the end of the
tunnel extending from the New York side
Inst night, but the two enfs wore nol con-
nected untll today, é_
