Hke surroundings, quite isolated, In Lhe
dayn when highway robseries wers mattors
of consant oecurrence, and when Goorgian
courtlera, on their formidable journeys by
cosch from St Jamos to Kenulngton, husd
to face the teérrors of the road. Btanding
far hack from the frontage or aristooratle
Curson  sirect, amid sintely trees and
smooth-shaven In.wn-. it meems to brewtha
n difterent atmosphers from that of the
pustiing mietropolls i which it s sel. The
chief ecntrance, In & large courtyard, s at
the back of the house, and surrounded with
stablon and outhouses such s are asaool-
ated with one's {dean of a large old fash-
loned couniry residence. Tn ita Interfor are
rungemenin and decorations it rogemblog,
on & emaller wseale, Its stately ocontem-
porary, Devonshire house, which 'rok o
iong was the restdence of Princens nne
betore shiv beonme gueen of England.

LIFE SENTENCE FOR TREASON

Freunch Ensign Sentenced to Life ITme
prisonment In Fortress for
Selling Secrein,

TOULON, France, Feb, 2 -Charles, B
U'llmo, an ensign in the French navy hans
been found gullty by & court-martial of
attempling to s=ll naval secrets to a forelgn
power and sentenced to life Imprisonment
in a foriress and to be degraded from his
rani.

Ensign Ullmo was mrrested at Toulon on
Oclober 2 on the charge of belng a spy.
An examination of his effects showed him
to bo In possesslon of many valuable docu-
ments and he afterwards having abstracted
a complete signal code and the naval
cipher., An army reserve officer named
Burton was afterwards arrested at Ven-
dome on similar charges and at Toulon on
November 10, flve ring loaders of an Im-
portant association of Infernational spys
were taken Into eustody. It is belleved that
all these men were In aome way conneciad
with Ullmo's plan. The authorities fognd
evidence that Ullmo had offersd to sell In-
formation concerning the defenses of
France to & Germaun ofticlal,

Ulimoe made a partial confession to the
charges brought agalnst him and as a
result the French authorities decked to
order the reconstruction of the French
naval tactics,

The court declded unanimously that
Ullme had absiracted military documents
Invelving the security of the state and had
communieated them to a foreign power
with the view of selllng thom. He had
not, however, actuaily disposed of the
papers, Counsel for Ullmo practically ad-
mitted the facts as charged, but asked for
clemency on the ground that Ullmo was a
victim of the opium habit and that he had
fallen under the Influence of an unscrupu-
lous womaen for whom he had squandersd
hiy fortune and ruined his lfe. Ullmo was
oompletely crushed when his sentence was
read.
